And I was mentioning Dees Monas hieroglyphica, the symbolset which I also came up with as I analysed the elements, and of which the planet symbols are made...
And the arabian numbers replied John.
A moments silence ... as we understood that nobody have thought about that before. or cared to examine it that way.
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From this paper we can see that the numbers are made up by these symbols : The circle, the bow, the line and the cross. 
It is possible to argument that the cross as appearing in 4 & 5 isnt written the way i did, but as to counter this, i drew them more like the jupiter and the saturn symbol, and it is known that these are the fourth and the fifth planet from the sun. This without counting the moon, which is no planet but a moon, and also the earth, which to the ancients was not of the holy seven lights on the heaven.
I have not studied this hard as I just found it, but I already see that here is a funny grouping. All know that 6 reads 9 if its upside down, but here we can see that also 2 is 7 upside down, and also 4 & 5. The remaining cuople is 3 & 8, and 8 is the visual doubling of 3. 
4 & 5 = 9 and 2 & 7 = 9 while 6 & 9 = 15 which reduces to 6. And the last 8&3 = 11 => 2

I am convinced that the design of these numbers must convey an understanding the ancients had of the numbers qualities and also more. The first check is to see how it fits with the ToL and number four matches a lot. Jupiter is the correspondent to chesed the fourth sephira, but saturn is usually placed on binah. I have always thought that saturn has lots of influence on geburah.

Ok, I have to get some personal letters going, I ll be back later on this theme.
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I found an old astrology book which was serious enough to interprete the planet symbols.
From Alan Oken`s complete astrology (1974)


The Sun.
The suns glyph signifies the emanation of light, i.e., lifegiving energy from the unlimited resources of the divinity. The circle is the symbol for infinity, as it is a perfect shape without beginning or end.
The circle is the totality of all matter which comprises the One-Supreme-Atom: The universe of universes. The dot is the point of light that is sendt forth as the fount which the light comes. The dot is the aperture from which the manifest is born out of the unmanifested. Man is a manifestation of the creative aspect of the dot. The suns symbol reveals Mans divine origin and shows him the unlimited possibility of growth which can be achieved through the conscious atunement to the dot of divinity withinin each being. The nature of true illumination is the path back through the aperture to the body of the Sun-Father-God-Source.

The Moon.
If the circle of the sun represents the infinite and the unmanifested source of energy for the entire Universe ( the macrocosm) and for each human being ( the microcosm) , the semicircle of the Moon reveals the finite and manifested. The Moon absorbs the light and heat emanating from the sun`s rays ( the dot in the circle) and gives this creative force form. The Moon is therefore emblematic of all that is receptive in human nature; the subconscious , the emotions , and the behavioural instincts. In short, The moon is the soul while the Sun is the Spirit.
Soul is the link between Spirit and Matter ( earth) , The latter is symbolized by the Ascendant or rising sign in a natal horoscope. In occult symbology, the Earth is represented by the cross within the circle and signifies matter encased in spirit. This means that the essence of spirit has crystallized into its most dense state within the various forms of Earth life. The most dense is the mineral Kingdom or the core, mantle and crust of the Earth itself. We humans are also connected to the spirit, which vivifyes the substance of our bodies. In order to liberate ourselves from the Karma of Earth life and the boundage to material forms and the physical limitations , we must free ourselves fro the cross and liberate our consciousness into the spirit. This is; in part, the message of christs crucifixion.
Astrologically the symbol for the Earth indicates the four cardinal points of the horoscope and signifies the projection of the self and all its aspects onto the drama of earthly life. The ascendant or the rising sign is representative of ones physical body and temperament as a whole and describes the nature of ones reactions to the pressures, circumstancews and confrontations of ones immediate surroundings. We can use the analogy of a motion-picture apparatus to illustrate these points. The reel of film is the circle of the sun; the dot is the projector of the film; the lens and the beam of light going to the screen is the moon (soul); and the and the image appearing on the screen is the ascendant.
        We can also speak of the Soul as the collective memory bank of the human computer. The bank stores up mans experiences and feelings so that these may be released into daily life as the circumstances of one`s being require. If a person feels sympathy for another, it is the  Spirit which gives the energy so that the emotions may come alive but it is the moon, the soulforce, which shapes this energy in order to react to the stimulus which has aroused pathos.

Mercury
The glyph which represents Mercury is a combination of the cross of matter, the circle of spirit, and the semicircle of the Moon. It is a complex symbol, open to several interpretations. In essence, this emblem stands for Active intelligence. The circle is the vivifying force behind this mind. The mind can recive impulses from two directions and the distinction between these two gives rise to the difference between the two mercurial types: the imitator and the inventor. The cross of matter indicates the activities on earth which stimulate the action of Mercury (mind) to react to the surrounding circumstances. The horizontal crescent reveals the minds channel to truly inspirational and original concepts. These are then organized by the practical side of Mercury (virgo) into ideas and projects which can be realized on the Earth (The cross). Mercurys symbol is also a simplified pictogram of the caduceus, the baton signifying the power of wisdom which the god Mercury often carried when depicted by the ancients.

Venus.
The sun and the moon are our celestial parents and, as we have seen, represent respectively the impulse which initiates life and the waiting primordial substance out of which all life is formed. Venus  is the daughter of the Moon and symbolic of the many forms which issue forth from the Great Mother. Her glyph depicts this factor, for it reveals the marriage of the male and female forces of the Universe into one supreme parent Jehova (the circle). All manifestations of this union results in the cross of matter, which is seen as placed under the circle. The latter is also emblematic of the harmonious union of the two male elements (fire & air) with the two female elements ( the cross).
... The venus symbol is also the ankh symbol, the ansata..

Mars
The symbols which head this chapter represent the ancient and more modern emblems of Mars. The first is the cross of matter written above the orb of light. From this glyph we can interprete the dual influence of the fiery god of war. In its highest aspect, Mars is the fore which creates matter out of the primal energy of Spirit. Thus Mars is seen as a great creative impetus to the individual or nation on whom its rays shine. In this respect Mars serves as the vehicle of the new outpourings of enerhy int0 the material world, which if wisely used can bring advancement and growth to humanity. In its lower aspects, the cross over the orb signifies that the value of material objects and egocentric gain become more important han th Spirit from which all creative energy comes.This is the destructive aspect of Mars, for it exemplifies the individual who is only concerned with his personal achievements, no matter what the cost is to others. The orb with the surmounted cross has always been held as a symbol of power over the earth. For this reason, it nd the scepter are among the traditional regalia at the coronation of Kings. The scepter is the rod of authority and it symbolizes the delegation of the power which is the King`s to command.
        The second of Mars`s glyphs is a pictogram of his shield and lance as well as depicting an erect penis, symbol of his virility and procreative powes. Mars is the polar opposite and husband of Venus. Just as Venus, daughter of the moon, represents the active female principle of life, Mars as the son of the Sun, 8is the active male force. Taurus and Libra, the signs of Venus are directly opposite to Scorpio and Aries,the domains of Mars. .....

Jupiter 
When we examine the giant planets glyph we note that it is composed of the semicircle of the Moon (soul) rising above the cross of matter. The significance of this emblem explains the importance which Jupiter holds both in history and in the horoscope. Jupiter represents the stage is ones development where Mans soul has triumphed over its experiences on the earth ( the cross) and has obtained the wisdom hich imparts the uderstanding of universal Law. Then this is consciousness freed from illusion. It is the part of man which is in direct contact with the Universal Mind and is thius  Man`s mental tool toward the comprehension of the Great Plan and its application to terrestrial life. Through Jupiters rays, man is liberated from personal considerations so that he can act as an impartial judge in lifes many circumstances and serve as a teacher of the forces of light.

Saturn.
Saturns glyph is composed of the same two symbol as Jupiters but the two are inverted. Here we have the cross imposed over the semicircle. Where Jupiters emblem symbolized expansion, Saturns represents the principle of contraction. Within its simple design the Saturn glypjh reveals one of the most important aspects of terrestrial life: the law of limitation,  (conservation of Matter and  energy)

The symbols of the outer planets are not made by the ancients so they are not interesting in this context.

Comments:
Yes this stuff looks very old now: I disagree on a lot here but I find it interesting enough to type it all, as It actually links the symbols up to the basic constituents of Mans psychology as according to the old tradition. I dont think it fits as well as he thinks, but much makes sense.

The dot: Spirit = Ruach 

I am not able to see the moon as the soul, so when Oken says : "The moon is the soul while the Sun is the Spirit". I could agree with him as the Moon is a kind of vehicle fit for keeping the esssence. 

"The circle is the symbol for infinity, as it is a perfect shape without beginning or end." This sentence explains well why the circle is a fit glyph for zero.
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The formation and meaning of numbers is of course, a strong part of Qabalistic research.  It's featured relatively quickly in the B.O.T.A. program, though curiously enough, I've seen no other magickal group or system, deal with it directly.  What do you mean when you say: "And the arabian numbers replied John?"  You also take about the "circle, the bow, the line and the cross" in your paper on the elements.  It would be good to add this into it.

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I just looked up the B.O.T.A. blurb on numbers:  "Key to the Cosmos and Numbers."  They trace numbers through a diagram that consists of seven adjacent circles, within which a Hexagram, Vesica Piscis (composed of two adjacent circles), a cross and a rectangle form paths through the circles.  Trying to apply this to the Tree-of-Life, we'd need to use Da'ath through Yesod; the entire Ruach.  But their system is more clever than containing any meaning.
