In Astrology, Ceres, Vesta, Juno, Chiron and a host of other asteroids are considered 'lesser' planets with their use being either controversial or on the cutting-edge; depending on which Astrologer you talk to.  And yes, Pluto is considered a planet that in Thelema is a very important Planet, both in theme (transformation) and especially if one has adopted some of Kenneth Grant's Typhonian themes.
It's the existential relevance of the debate in the Astronomical community that intrigues me.  I even heard a sports announcer make mention of it during a Yankee game this weekend.  The fact that it has had attention in the NYTimes and that it has reached the psyche of mass culture (to at least a 'subtle' degree) I find to be very synchronistic.
