This is a question regarding 1*=10^ that I would really like to have some info on fairly soon if possible because I've not had to stop in the midst of a 93-night working. Any help is definitely appreciated:

 

I've been working with Thelema and GD rituals for years, but after wandering spiritually for some time now without a structural basis, I decided to back-track to the very beginning and start working with the grade of 1*=10^. The person who sparked this idea has been a practitioner of GD for around 20 years or so, and is amazingly wise in spiritual matters, though from a mostly GD/Rosicrucian perspective; and so far as I am aware, does not concentrate primarily on the Thelemic aspects, though this person has since come to find Thelema more in-tune with themselves than GD. The question I posed to him regarded the following:

 

In my first month of working with the elemental grade of Earth, I've incorporated, every night, the LBP, LHR, SIRP, Liber Chanokh, Bornless Rite, 5th Enochian Key, then closed with the LBP and LHR. In reviewing some of the material, I found a great sympathy between the SIRP/Bornless Rite and the Ceremony of the Invocation of the Holy Guardian Angel. I then replaced the former two and began using the HGA. This person suggested that I *definitely* do not attempt to perform the HGA while working with the 1*=10^ grade. Nowhere does it state not to, and I can only understand his perspective in the light that the HGA is a fiery ritual, and that I may be interfering with the flow; on the other hand, my point of view is that, regardless of what grade, this HGA ritual should be performed as often as possible, since the entire idea is to get in touch with one's HGA.  Although over an hour was spent on the phone trying to get a grounding of his opinion, I still do not quite understand why this would be harmful to an initiate. Does anyone have any suggestions either on the HGA or anything else pertaining to the 1*=10^ grade that would be relevant and proper to perform? I am trying to sort this out, and usually let another's opinion fly out of the window, but this in particular has caused me to find outside sources to help me out. Please only respond if you have already (successfully) worked with, or a working with, this grade.

What is the SIRP?  I understand Liber Chanokh to be Crowley's document detailing the Enochian system.  And I've not heard of a specific ritual called by this title.  But from the details given here, it seems that whatever you're after has to do with the 5th Key as an exploration unto itself.  What were you hoping to gain from this?  What was the intent of the rite?
 

This person suggested that I *definitely* do not attempt to perform the HGA while working with the 1*=10^ grade. 

I dont' think I'll ever cease to be amazed at how many people give such dire warnings to those experimenting on a basic and experimental level.  Yes, obviously the Neophyte ritual and the ritual of the Adept together are much like mixing the planes.  Or maybe they are like over-repetition of an elemental rite.  Such would depend you one's perspective.  But your perspective is your perspective and you'll have to work through a few things to gain greater clarity.  So there can be no harm in your experimentation.  It seems to me like this guy is expecting that you're going to have the same experience he had...and that can't be.
 

Does anyone have any suggestions either on the HGA or anything else pertaining to the 1*=10^ grade that would be relevant and proper to perform? I am trying to sort this out, and usually let another's opinion fly out of the window, but this in particular has caused me to find outside sources to help me out. Please only respond if you have already (successfully) worked with, or a working with, this grade. 
It just sounds to me like you're on an experimental level with these rites and there's yet plenty for you to understand that will come naturally with experience, preparation, study and meditation.
Keep at it and there's much you'll yet discover.
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lol...gotta laugh, I was trying to help you send the message and we each focused on a different part of your question in the subject line.
So this gives me a chance to comment further:
I think it would be a good idea to take one single-minded purpose in hand.
Are you working to understand the elemental nature of the Universe?  Then proceed with the Neophyte ritual.
Are you working from a mastery of the elemental plane and looking even beyond the planetary sphere unto the H.G.A. experience?  If so, then do this.
But I would suspect your confusion means that you may be trying to put the cart before the horse.
Where's the rush?
Is Magick about the goal...the big H.G.A. experience...or is it about everything that you do along the way?
You'll have to decide this for yourself and proceed from there.

I'm not working from a 5*=6^ perspective, but I have worked with all of the elements, in one way or another, for a few years now. In "backtracking" (not a good word but the best at the moment) and sticking solely with the Earth element, I've spent a 1/3 of my projected grade-work using the SIRP and the Bornless Ritual, among other things. I noticed that the HGA Ceremony is a combination of the two, but Thelema-cized, so I naturally figured that the "rituals of the old time are black" (as in not Thelemic), so I figured I'd do my duty and switch from two separate GDs to one Thelemic. I suppose it was more confusion on my part since I do perceive the HGA as more aligned to Fire than Earth, but on the same token, though every act *is* a magickal act and it's the journey, not the destination, I didn't then see the harm in using it nightly for 1*=10^. This last weekend drove me to the brink of insanity on an extremely depressing emotional level, and things were brought-up that took three showers, a long walk and a lot of soul searching to get over. I figured it was mixing the elements by using the HGA after a month spent with the other two. I've had similar experiences working with Saturn or Taurus, but not nearly to this extent. I've returned to the SIRP and Bornless Ritual, but am curious if it would be fine to still use the wording of the HGA, replacing Iabas and Iapos with Ra-Hoor-Khuit, etc., and omit the signs of the grades and prostrations altogether? This is primarily so I stay in tune with things from a Thelemite's perspective and not ancient Hebrew (for this, anyway), seeing how I've dropped the Star Ruby in place of the trusty LBP.
