I can speak from experience here, having stopped all formal ritual activities for a time, I notice that much of the energy sinks below the threshold of consciousness. Once the formal rituals are resumed, one ‘picks up where on left off’, in a sense. Nevertheless, it may take more time for one person vs. another when resuming active ritual practices and mystical practices. One may have to work to bring the initiatory fire back to the intensity it was at before the cessation. By “dietary factors” I was in fact implying both physical and mental consumption of impressions, including food, etc. More on this subject is dealt with when you begin to study the Pantacle. But here I counter-position myself with the idea that impressions are neither good nor evil essentially. Nevertheless, on the topic of this thread, I think one has to consider what in Yoga is called Yama and Niyama when resuming active work, whether mystical or magical. Of course the quantity of these factors is relative to the individual only. Crowley’s lecture on this subject is excellent in “Eight Lectures on Yoga”. In my experience, after a break there is a certain amount of re-arranging of affairs to produce the theoretically ideal conditions for practice. The aspiration itself originates on a higher plane, in my opinion, and permeates through the microcosmic tree of life. Yesod is perhaps the Sephira wherein one has to attune oneself to this aspiration and adjust one’s life to this current.
