Something which I didn't want to blab on about so I waited:

If one is under qliphotic influence to some degree this leads to spiritual malnutrition. In 777 there are diseases associated with the magickal formulae. It may manifest as actual anorexia or some other eating disorder, or vice-versa - for me, nausea and nervousness of driving which I didn't have before though I still didn't pass - but I got 2 memories which explain, one the fear of being hurt/dying (Jewish doctor was pessimistic about patent ductus/heart surgery as I was 22 wks old, and my bike accident at age 13 after which I blacked out). Or what the impotent Catholic church calls "possession." In The Exorcism of Emily Rose, she was very sickly as a girl but the movie doesn't mention why - something traumatic and tortuous happened to her. She was already in a college dorm with a roommate and started hallucinating and having body contortions and all that. You could just tell by looking at her in a church that her body was rejecting Christianity, she tried to touch the crucifix and she bent over backwards. She said it was a spiritual struggle and confided to her priest about it. Scientists came in and one gave her gambitrol which made her oblivious to the exorcism and healing could take place, but for some reason that treatment was stopped. Another scientist became a believer and got hit by a car. That priest was convicted but found innocent with time served and went into seclusion, saying it was a matter of God. And the Agnostic lawyer defending him had a little trial of fears by his suggestion,"There are dark forces behind this trial," and yet afterwards said she still didn't know. Before she died she had a vision of the Virgin Mary saying she could choose to go with her or to stay - she chose the latter. 

At one point earlier she said,"I am belial, I am Lucifer, I was Judas one-two-three-four-five-six" etc (hence the 6 demons) and speaking aramaic (she had languages at her college but not that one) and latin. PJ said it best,"She could have said,'I am the President of the United States'...she chose God." That cracked me up.
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Yes, the biggest problem in religious and spiritual circles is recognizing the difference between true spiritual experience (positive or negative) and schizophrenia.  In this particular case, medication was stopped on the advice of a priest having no knowledge of psychic disease.  And I have to wonder at what R.D. Laing might have done in this case.
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why do we need to become whole? isn't that just a misperception, that we are incomplete microcosms (stars) and can therefore be hurt within our heart of hearts?

i got your meaning though - to embrace life in death in whatever form, and consume all of oneself. this is of course, self against self.

I really enjoyed listening to the recent 'Thelema Coast-to-Coast' broadcast.  The interview with Cindy Weinstein talks about the move away from our fractured natures and towards wholeness.
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I dont think this need is felt by all, and therefore there isnt so many who cares for ritual magick and other practices which claims to be of help in this aim.

The need is felt usually by those unsatisfied by own position, talents and abilities. Others feels the lust inspired by descriptions of what is possible to obtain.
However what ambition is formulated which again activates people, differs. The motive of wholeness is quite so typical, and its ideal too, as it includes a total self-realization.
Despite the difference on how we appear as humans, there is usually no suspicion that we be incomplete microcosms.  Humans simply got to have complete microcosmos to appear and feel like unexperienced simpletons. The quest is to realize the core and how it unfolds with its powers, its personality, its likely repertoire, to gain a control and virtousity hitherto unknown.

I also think its in debates around themes like these that we should be wary speaking of misperceptions and what actually is correct. What is intellectually correct, doesnt have to become the reality of the corrected anyway. And in this art, the subjective perception is something that we must value, as such. Because its from these that all discoveries are made, and all development is done.

Self against self? The I will remain. I who am none indeed.
