New Discussion 4/wands Venus in Aries.
Can anyone add to this topic b/c i received some manuscripts from the golden dawn & seem off kilter.
Remember that the GD altered the Sepher Yetzirah to fit the Tarot scheme they had set up.  Crowley restored this but then simultaneously altered it to fit his overall metaphysical scheme.  Though Crowley retains the GDs attributory scheme for the Small Cards.  This represents a revolutionary expansion of the formula of the Holy Tarot.
 

I  am hoping to get some input regarding chesed/Jupiter acting on Venus as well as Venus in Aries.
Jupiter doesn't act on Venus, per se.  The card represents Chesed (with Jupiter attributed to it), a mode of consciousness, expressed on the Atzilutic plane.  This then is given a dual attribution; representing the third decanate of Aries, ruled by Venus.  Interestingly enough, there are two schemes for this other attribution (as shown in the chart below); the other showing Jupiter as ruling this decanate.

Can you explain to me the 4/wands b/c the info i have from the Golden Dawn seems confusing regarding the sephira chesed/Jupiter b/c they are using Jupiter in Aries for 1 meaning & then Venus in Aries for another so a double meaning to me seems rather odd. I don't know how deep your experience is with tarot but if you cannot anser this then please send it to the discussion group or someone who is very well versed in tarot.
The fact that Jupiter is attributed to Chesed provides a certain insight; Jupiter is the king as Chesed is the highest mode of consciousness that can be attained and contrained into our human form.  The leap across the Abyss is subsequently an abandonment of this form.
 

Jupiter in Fire/Aries - Optimism + Leadership + Trying to force religious beliefs on others.
This is as appropriate as any other interpretation one might give to this set of symbols for divinatory purposes.  I argue in my book: The Whole Tarot Workbook, against specifically delineating an interpretation as I direct the student to study the symbols and develop an interpretation that specifically addresses the indicator position in the Tarot spread.  So there are many possible interpretations for this; depending on circumstances.
On a more philosophical or esoteric level, Jupiter bestowing leadership qualities, brings out that part of consciousness that is evolutionarily directed; like the artist/shaman jumping into the fire to bring back fire from the gods.  There is a tranformative quality and a 'leap of faith' is poetically rendered.  This is the precipitous Abyss of which the consciousness is motivated to leap into with the driving force of Mars.
 

Venus in Aries - Creativity + impulsive in romance + Love & affection that can be hard to control + Finances are favorable + Seduction.
Again, see my comments (above) on divinatory interpretation.  But note also that the revolutionary scheme of attributing the decanates to the Small Cards is relatively arbitrary; though it produces some fabulous synchronicities.

One wouldn't apply "chesed/Jupiter energy" to Venus.  Venus is the plantet that rules the third decanate of Aries.  The attriubtion is Venutian energy in the field of Aries.  Jupiter is attributed to Chesed in the larger scheme of the Tree.  This card merely indicates this as found on the plane of Atziluth.  There are yet, three other planes for the sphere that Jupiter rules.

Again, it's not Jupiter in Aries; Jupiter is merely the planetary energy associated with Chesed and this card you might say, only reflects one-quarter of that sphere of consciousness.
 

I thought you applied the meaning of the planetary Sephira to the planet in the card which here would be Jupiter's energy on Venus. Do you agree with their method? 
As far as divinatory purposes go, there's nothing to agree or disagree with; it's left up to the success (or lack thereof) of the diviner.

Much of the initial research and creativity of the GD is irrelevant as far as the purposes of Crowley's O.T.O. were concerned as they had no interest in Tarot and related things.  They were a sexual magick group, originating from a German line and only brought to the English speaking world through Crowley's reformation.  All of today's O.T.O. groups are unrelated to this now defunct reformation.  The A.'.A.'. still accepts as valid, much of the work of the G.D., but also has rejected much.

Venus in Aries is the pursuit of and fight for love, the initiator who enjoys the chase and conquest more than the prize. In Greco-Roman mythology an example of this would be the chase ofthe nymph Daphne by Apollo. Note, however, that Apollo is a god of sun and light; but one of the decanates of Aries IS the Sun (the Sun is exalted in Aries, the first sign of the Tropical Zodiac).

In explanation of the connection of Apollon with daphne, the Laurel whose leaves his priestess employed at Delphi, it was told by Libanius, a fourth-century CE teacher of rhetoric,[22] that Apollo chased a nymph, Daphne, daughter of Peneus, who had scorned him. In Ovid's telling for a Roman audience, Phoebus Apollo chaffs Cupid for toying with a man's weapon suited to a man, whereupon Cupid wounds him with an arrow with a golden dart; simultaneously, however, Eros had shot a leaden arrow into Daphne, causing her to be repulsed by Apollo. Following a spirited chase by Apollo, Daphne prayed to Mother Earth, or, alternatively, her father — a river god — to help her and he changed her into the Laurel tree, sacred to Apollo.
 

Venus/Jupiter combination is expansion/generosity of love (and voluptuousness, i.e. the sensual figure) and love of travel and philosophy.

Jupiter in Aries is optimistic, impulsive.
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
