KHR, the former aethyr was about quitting tiphareth, POP finishes this while opening up and extending geburah. The over sensitivity which comes with this aethyr is also related to gaining access to the macrocosmos. The clear problem here is the archetypal wound, or the stigma of jesus.  To get rid of this, by adapting to a practical sense of healing, and a new understanding of the phenomenon of body - that as seen from a parental consciousness, seems to me to be the organic ordeal which follows this aethyr. But I still knows few who have done this work. And I also believe this aethyr can cause a vide range of serious problems. Its definitively a no-fun place. And it can also be wise to take a convenient break in friendship with those people who have succeeded to get initiated into this, till they are finished with the main fuss of oversensitivity and "wound consciousness", that is, being or playing hurt. This zone is able to break up most small fellowships, and small offshot orders as its usually the leaders who have gained access to this zone, and if they dont manage it well, they will poison from here, what they have buildt up.

So, Pop is the entrance of Geburah, and the size of the zones increases from here, and the development is likely to take on a kind of "from ashes to ashes" character and the aim of recreating the calmness and balance of tiphareth in the noisy world is certainly a great work initself. If the sirens had said something intelligible to me in the Pop area, I guess it could have been " you must remember to take your heroin". But I never have been tempted.

If this Aethyr runs from Tiphareth to Geburah, and the KHR is starts this process, then what is the 8th Aethyr in comparison?  How is that these two Aethyrs being below the 8th are acting as it they were above Tiphareth with the 8th being a preparation for Tiphareth?  I'm confused by both the point you're making and my reading of this Aethyr.  And I'm wondering what I'm missing here.

What you miss, i believe is that the 8th Aethyr ZID is something else than the practice which The beast 666 obtained there. He was out for a better version of the Abra-melin operation. 
This operation (A-M) caused much trouble for Crowley when he first set out to do it in Boleskine. Even if he sweared to continue till success, he had to break with it and writes about his success with this aim in China.
I cannot see that Crowley really broke any oath in this regard, because he was not completely aware of the levels of the HGA. The meet in tiphareth is the first, but also LIL mentions the clear vision of his angel Aiwaz.
What should make people understand the complexity of this theme, is that the Abra-Melin book mentions the 4 princes of evil. To get to the first establishment of K& C of HGA, it is not demanded to fight these princes. Its supposed to happen afterwards, when the lamp of genius is found, and one have experiences with the mystical sustenance of identity.
The 4 princes of evil I regard much as the main work of Geburah, to work further with the Lamp untiringly to let its light radiate through the solid matter of creation.

The methods and scheme as I find it in A:.A:. seems very sane. The use of Liber samekh and not Abra-Melin is what is program, and that will do its way to tiphareth along with the other personal work.
The Abra-Melin operation or 666s revision from 8th Aethyr is different from Liber Samekh. I have never gone for that, but my feeling is that its a method which is possible to use all the way up to LIL. It doesnt stop in Tiphareth.

The theme reated to the HGA in ZID is the form of the soul. This is not an helpful guide like we enjoy see the HGA, but a crude and usually too powerful experience for all modern people. Its the speechless truth beyond the abyss.  And yes, it certainly have been of my quests - how to find ways of having a relationship to this structure without being blown away.
The clues are obvious, patience and persistance.
