Netzach-Animus (Wand)

Tiphareth-Self

And you also suggested that some research into Freud's work would do well in this regard, as he was also a Qabalist.

I might also suggest the work of Wilhelm Reich; though he centered a lot of his therapy on the body armor, it mostly came back to the stomach muscles.  Here, we'd have the chakkra system to pull in tow...with the stomach being the area of Svadhisthana and Manipura.
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When it comes to Freud I dont believe that he was aware that he was a 

qabalist, but I have noted that his expression Id fits neatly with the 

nephesh (the beast-animal drive 666). CG Jung must have been very aware 

that he was just rephrasing old patterns, and bringing up "new" and fresh 

problems that occured on the lines of the old patterns. Jungs 

rearticulation ws any way very helpful in bringing this structure out of 

the arms of religion.
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Well yes, both Jung and Reich were students of Freud's.  They simply began their own inquiry.  Reich went where Freud feared in his Victorianism and Jung was able to capitalize on the growing popularity of occultism in the early 20th century ev.
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With Freud's investigation into aeons and the precession of the Equinox, I think we can look at him very probably being a well initiated individual.  But Freud was a lot more conservative in what he would say publicly.  From him came Jung and Reich; doesn't one like Freud attract people of this character?
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
