  They sat down and created norwegian flags just for burning, started an 

boycott action for danish and norwegian goods, and beat up people who 

worked for some of these companies which acts there. Bombthreats in general 

and the specific have there been plenty of. The specific have been targeted 

at the newspaper. The new president of hamasland tries to calm them but to 

no avail. Demands for appologies have been put forth on national basis, 

which is absurd, and of course both Prime minister and foreign affairs 

minister cannot apology something not done in the name of the nation.
