The Astrological Origin of the Myth of the Dying God:
A Study in Esoteric Astrology
The character of Jesus is actually an anthropomorphication of the Sun.  Jesus is a Greek name, which translates into Hebrew as Jeheshua.  But as the character of the Sun, this anthropomorphication had symbolic potency.  It was not until the Roman church made him out to be an historic character that the nature of the symbolism became lost and superstition superceded the more wholesome story of the Winter Solstice.
In the Greek Qabalah, the letters that make up the name   have a numerical value of 888, which also is the value of the letters that make up two phrases: "I am the life" & "Be at peace."  The first phrase shows the potent and primary importance of the Sun and the second can be said to be a consolation for the seeming disappearance or death of the Sun. 
The story line surrounding the life of Jesus corresponds to the annual apparent journey of the Sun:
1. Jesus is born of a Virgin, (The Sun is born in September in the constellation Virgo, the Virgin.) 
2. Jesus is crucified. (At the Winter Solstice, the Sun falls to its farthest southern point in the ecliptic at the constellation called The Southern Cross in Capricorn. 
3. Jesus is 3 days and 3 nights in the tomb. ( The Sun is in the lowest part of the earth on December 22, 23 & 24; the winter solstice actually being three days and three nights in duration.) 
4. Jesus is traditionally born on Dec 25th. (The Sun rises out of the winter solstice on Dec. 25th.) 
5. Jesus rises to sit at the right hand of the father. (The Sun right ascends in the Northern Hemisphere to the Eastern sky or the right side.) 
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As I mentioned in my first post on this subject:
In the Greek Qabalah, the letters that make up the name   have a numerical value of 888, which also is the value of the letters that make up two phrases: "I am the life" & "Be at peace."  The first phrase shows the potent and primary importance of the Sun and the second can be said to be a consolation for the seeming disappearance or death of the Sun. 
It then becomes interesting to examine 888 across our two other indexes, the Hebrew and English Qabalahs.
In the Hebrew Qabalah, 888 is the number for the word ?px (chpf), which is the name: "Lord of Wonders" and also means 'to cover' and 'to protect'.  We get more insight into the consoler nature of this god that would put a spell of darkness so deep over Europe that Europe would forget the world is round and come to see it as flat.  In their superstition, miracles and signs of wonder would fool the people.
In the English Qabalah, 888 is equivalent to the phrase in Liber LXV, "wrong of the beginning' and to Ankh-af-na-Khonsu (literally, Life of the Moon, but also the scribe of Liber AL).   And of course, it is Thelema that has come as the myth to correct the old error.
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Also taking from my original message:
Jesus is born of a Virgin, (The Sun is born in September in the constellation Virgo, the Virgin.) 
This is the acknowledgement of the Gnostic Cycles of time per the Starry Gnosis.  The story that comes of the wheel of the Zodiac begins in Virgo, which is the key to orienting oneself to the proper reading of the glyphs that are fromed of the constellations of the Zodiac.
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
