I like that you connected this with the quote from AL that you present.  It leads me to contemplate the mutual receptivity of the king and the slave (and that the servant transcends this dualism).  But what of the Liber LXV quote?

At least for me, your suggestion of the Tower Atu is evocative and provides some fruit for my own ruminations.  It would be good to see why you decided to connect these two tokens.  And I’m not sure of the document that you’re trying to allude to; unless it be The Sacred Magick of Abra-melin the Mage, which is an older, Hermetic document; adopted into the Golden Dawn system.

I particularly like how you worked the above passage; and I’d add to your assessment of the ‘seeker’—that you say “none may recognize him,” you might also have connected this to the quote from AL that you first appended to this post (AL:II.58) and then to the next couple of verses:

AL:II.59  "Beware therefore!  Love all, lest perchance is a King concealed!  Say you so?  Fool!  If he be a King, thou canst not hurt him."
AL:II.60  "Therefore strike hard & low, and to hell with them, master!"

But how is it that you equate the self-realized soul with the Yoni?
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The Liber LXV quote is referring to the "pearl" in the title and main focus of the hymn.

As for the yoni, the body's association with the moon (and likewise the moon itself) is a feminine or passive one, and we in the "Wake World" the Princess is looking for her HGA "prince"..her soul, enlightenment/immortality.

However, I think the gender is not so much important as the context and symbolism in the particular myth, as the Egyptians had Khonsu and Hathor as moon-god and moon-goddess, respectively.
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There have been sacred treasures being used as objects of worship.

Take the Muslim Kaaba, for example. Inside it is a black stone stolen from the Medinan pagans, and which was said to originally have been white, but turned black with the sins of the people. Haji pilgrimers circle around it and kiss it. I think it was originally associated with the pagan moon-god.

There's nothing wrong with an object of worship, of course, but there's no sense in letting a gazillion people kiss it...unless the point is to create a vampiric egregore.

And idolatry - associating the image itself with the god, then the spirit is forgotten.
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Actually, the symbolism reaches back to the ben-ben stone of ancient Egypt, which became the crowning stone of the pyramids (and depicted on the U.S. dollar).  This becomes connected to the all-seeing eye, which belongs to the sky.  And it has been proposed that the original ben-ben stone was a large meteorite that had fallen from the sky.
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
