I think the distinction that language makes is important; without this, understanding can become quite difficult.  If you say "my instinct is not to trust any politician"... you would be mispeaking.  What I see is really being said here is that 'based on my observation of what politicians say and do, I've seen them break their promises so often that I can't trust what they say.'  This would be neither an intuition nor an instinct, but a decision based on experience and observation.  No instinctual consciousness is deployed here.
