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Again, reading Blavatsky's Isis Unveiled, I find something very interesting.
As you may know, when Achad discovered the key to AL, at that time, it was called Liber L vel Legis; that is, 'L' as in El; the Hebrew suffix used to denote a connection to God.  After the key and because of it, the book was retitled AL or Liber AL vel Legis.  Well, read this quote from Blavatsky:
Thus El, if written correctly, would read Al, for it stands in the orignal LA -- Al, and, according to Higgins, this word means the god Mithra, the Sun, the preserver and savior.  Sir W. Drumond shows that Beth-El means the House of the Sun in its literal translation, and not of God.  "El, in the compositon of these Canaanite names, does nto signify Deus, but Sol."
It seems we can get from this a deeper sense of the magickal wave of energy that must have come over Crowley when contemplating the key.
