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Reading on the philosophy of David Hume, I came across a description of his teaching on Reason and immediately thought of the teaching in Liber AL.
 

AL:II.32 Also reason is a lie; for there is a factor infinite & unknown; & all their words are skew-wise.
The summary of Hume's analysis of reason states:
 

Hume demoted reason to what is known as 'instrumental reason'.  He reversed Plato's (political) metaphor that reason should rule over desire and the passions.  This was Plato's image of a well-regulated soul, a just soul.
Hume, on the contrary, said that "Reason is a slave to the passions," and must be by its nature.  Reason has no motive power.  The job and function of reason is to adjudicate among alternative meas to a given end by determining which arrives at the goal most efficiently.  Of itself reason cannot determine our ends; passion alone does that for us.
Reason can also help to calculate, among competing goals, what the costs and outcomes of each would be; but it is impotent to pronounce which is better, unless it can learn from our feelings which set of consequences we prefer.  Reason is not a check or balance on our passions, not a governor over desires, but ony an instruent or means to our satisfaction.
 

What immediately comes to mind is the fact that passion itself is a prime virtue as inculcated by AL; Thelema being then a passionate religion sotospeak.  The fact that reason is addressed this way by HADIT (the individual Star) means that passion is the reserve of the individual and no social moral may have the sway of reason to diminish the liberty of the individual.  Passion then, is the key to Will and as an expression of our individuality.  Reason is an artifice of logic and passion has no mathematical expression that logic can take as facts for its reasoning process.
Or as Obi Won Kenobe constantly said to Luke (in Star Wars)..."Trust your feelings."  But of course, in order to act impeccably in any given situation; and to be able to express oneself and one's Will within that situation, one must already have taken his or her personal inventory that one has come to truly "Know Thyself".
The problem with feelings in our society, is that most people often mistake their rationalizations of their circumstances as real feelings, rather than a means by which one maintains one's illusions about oneself.  Successes and failures are used to show how one has come to the present moment and then used to rationalize our complacency and inability to affect the situation moving forward.  We become filled with a sense of destiny that either forces us to fall back on our laurels in order to maintain our newfound sense of futility or we become obsessed by our failures to maintain our lack of inertia as we move into the future.  This is the way of 'Because'.
The one who latches onto his or her passion, locks onto his or her heart; the voice of the H.G.A.
"I am the Heart; and the Snake is entwined About the invisible core of the mind..." (LXV:I.1)
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Hume was always one of my favorite philosophers when I studied ethics.  One of my valued colleagues informed me that the Russian equivalent to Wikepedia defines ethics as: 'the science of lying'.  Back to Hume, I recall him rooting the ethical perception in the passions which then go on to form a clever sales pitch for whatever sentiment is expressed.  I actually recall the actual word 'sentiment' actually being used in reference to morality.  What makes this relevant for Thelema is that the Will is A-rational and is expressed through passion.  In this context a person who actually lives by his or her personal morals is performing an act of will.  If such a person understands their actions in this light they are not a moralist, they are a rare Thelemnite, rare in that they are actually demonstrating Will in the form of ego integrity.  
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Well stated.  By examining what we do, we are examining our nature and should ultimately discover discrepencies between our ideals and actions.  This should create a dynamic tension in the Soul that leads to the seeking of some higher psychic ground.  It is by the effort of our Aspiration to attack these discrepencies in ourselves.  And they must be attacked on the emotional (Moon) plane; the intellect only serving to validate success or failure.  A ruthless honesty with oneself is the central desire that must be formulated within the Soul, which requires a connection (on some level) with the Angel.  This is where the study of the Holy Books of Thelema plays a vital role.
These books in themselves, when internalized through memorization, are potent talismans.  It is the one prime key provided in the Thelemic system that really appears no where else.
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
