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One of the interesting things that I have found in shall we say, both types of Alchemy (Laboratory and Sexual) is that the symbolism is relatively identical.  ZRO reads like the 'Stone' or 'Red Powder' of the laborabory Alchemist; but the sexual practices in Crowley's essay on the one hand, seem to refer to the celibacy required in traditional Hermetic Magick and on other, like the Scarlet Circles of the O.T.O.

Atla reads to me more like Babalon, the Scarlet Whore.  The fact that there are praises and denunciations of her, mentioned in the document, seems to show the changing nature of the social attitudes towards women and the Goddess in early human history; and as reflected in the pseudpegriphal essays that delineate a story of Lilith as the Goddess Venus (in those times of the year astrologically, when Venus rises with the Sun) and Lilith as the destroyer of dreams and theif of man's sperm (astrologically, those times of the year when Venus fails to rise with the Sun).  Indeed, the hint of the importance of Venus in this story seems reflective of the importance of Venus or Isis in the Rosicrucian tome:  The Chemical Wedding.

The descriptions of some people in this story as having very large bodies reminds me of the Nephilim, hunted by Moses armies and recorded in the Old Testament. Also, there is an interesting reminiscence of the fact that the Greeks placed their gods in a great house at the top of Mt. Olympus.  And these gods had little respect for the people that lived at the base of this mountain.  Crowley weaves this cleverly, into the 'manna from heaven,' feeding those below on the diseased bodies of this high society.  On the one hand we can see that through disease, we find immortality (reminiscent by refraction also of that great science fiction novel and movie: Soylent Green).  But with Atla eating those who would approach her, the complexity of Alchemical imagery is as confusing in Crowley's essay as it is in all the history of Alchemical essays.  Still the idea of seed consumption (Lilith) is easy to infer.

Remember, Crowley came to a point in his research where he felt the feminine component in the IXth Degree was really unnecessary.  He took to eating his own seed.  But there is an obscure reference to radium in the text.  So the idea of DNA comes into place.  The work of the ORMUS people may have a play here.  Note that John Reid has no respect for this sort of work; and John's Alchemical credentials are beyond reproach.  So again, we have both laboratory and sexual references.

The vibratory work as found in the Theosophical document:  The Emeralt Tablets of Thoth the Atlantean also has a play in this essay.  For more on this, I would recommend the GCL documents:  http://www.a-m-h-r.org/Liber%20Vox%20Viva%20Voce.doc, http://www.a-m-h-r.org/Liber%20Immortalitas.doc and http://www.a-m-h-r.org/Liber%20LH.doc.  With the idea of vibration, Crowley may be correct in that an a-sexual approach is possible.  This would even validate the idea of celibacy and the extreme quiet in the Atlantean community of Crowley's essay.  Though of course, the GCL documents suggest the cohabiting approach.

Other interesting references include Venus per the Rosicrucian fable as mentioned above, and Mars as a planet of migration.  The now infamous 'Face on Mars' should be held to greater scrutiny and pulled out of the pit of other conspiracy theories.  I would recommend the book:  'The Mars Myster' by Graham Hancock.  I've been purusing its photos for a short while now, and they are compelling.  But I haven't yet read the book.

There are also references to Levi's 'Aethyr' in Crowley's essay.  This also plays into the vibrations of the Thoth Atlantean and GCL documents.  I would also recommend my article:  http://www.a-m-h-r.org/aa/Scientific%20Proof%20for%20Levi's%20Aethyr.html.  Modern physics has much to say even when early in the document, the debate over whether the stone was a gas or a liquid has a parallel in the conundrum in Quantum Mechanics as to whether or not a particle and a wave are one in the same; dependent entirely on the observer.  But in my Levi article, the idea that post Einsteinian physics has not completely eradicated certain integral Newtonian ideas and particularly the Aethyr, is very important.

The fact that Atla as Venus the planet, is a house of battle and success is also reminiscent of the Scarlet Woman weilding her sword.  So again, I see Babalon and not necessarily Nuit.  Though there are references early in the document on circles and the all-encompassing of the Atla.  But such circles seem more appropriate to vaginal symbolism and not the Starry Gnosis that would be more indicative of Nuit.  And again, the marriage process of not bearing more than one child to any one man shows the circle symbology to belong more to Babalon.

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Atla and Atlas are both used in the essay.  And so we see Crowley intimating the dual current of the world...male and female.  Crowley in Liber Samekh, speaks of a duality as a relation:
"Truth" is the necessary relation of any two things; therefore, although it implies duality, it enables us to conceive of two things as being one thing such that it demands to be defined by complementals. Thus, an hyperbola is a simple idea, but its construction exacts two curves.
