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The Magic of the Soul -- Introduction

The magic of the soul exists in a state of pure potential within each
one of us and merely requires activation for its incredible effects to
visibly manifest in out lives.

The magic of the soul is abstractly described by the divine formula
YHVH (Hebrew: Yod-Ha-Vav-final Ha).

The YHVH formula illustrates a very special relationship that exists
between each individual soul and the greater Universe.

The greater Universe can be thought of as being composed of two
primary principles -- a divine masculine and a divine feminine
principle. These two principles are in a state of tension like two
lovers held physically apart from each other, with each aware of the
other's close proximity, but rarely able (due to circumstances) to
make actual physical contact. To put it another way, they are like the
two terminals of a battery -- positive and negative -- but without a
suitable medium between them to conduct their powerful energies so as
to produce the desired physical effects.

Let's call these two Universal principles the divine Father (Yod) and
the divine Mother (Ha). The sub-formula that describes their
relationship is YH (Hebrew: Yod-Ha), or Father-Mother.

Actually, there does exist a permanent connection between these two
principles, but it is established on planes above the 'physical' -
that is, above the three dimensions of our world: the mental, astral,
and physical planes. That special connection is expressed in
'consciousness' by the soul (or 'causal body') within each one of us.
The soul is personified as the Son (Vav) in the divine family -
Father, Mother, Son, and Daughter.

The soul is like a little reflection of the greater Universe in that
it also contains two basic elements. It contains a feminine aspect and
a masculine aspect. The feminine aspect of the soul is the 'form and
substance' that gives it its 'shape' -- i.e. the material envelope
that gives it a sense of separateness from all other forms. This
envelope is extended from the divine Mother principle. The masculine
aspect of the soul is contained inside the material envelope. It is
pure creative energy, and is extended from the divine Father
principle. Thus, it is as if the Son were standing between his divine
Parents and holding Their hands -- his left hand reaching up to the
Mother, and his right hand reaching up to the Father. Thus, he forms a
link between them. He is a symbol and expression of Their Love and
Will, and he has direct communication with them. The sub-formula that
expresses this relationship is YHV (Hebrew: Yod-Ha-Vav), or
Father-Mother-Son.

The Daughter (final Ha) is the youngest of the divine Family -- a mere
baby. She is in the care of her Brother (i.e. the Son) but initially
she is unaware of his presence, and when she does begin to sense him,
she seldom acknowledges his seniority preferring instead to ignore his
promptings. Unbeknownst to her however, his instructions have, in
fact, been given by his Parents (i.e. the divine Father and Mother
principles) for him to pass on to her so that she will grow into a
creature of Beauty -- reflecting her royal heritage.

The human 'personality' aspect is represented by the Daughter, and
likewise every material manifestation (mental, astral, and physical)
that extends from the Daughter is also considered part of her composition.

The magic of the soul can only manifest when the human personality has
established 'right relationship' with the soul -- the Daughter with
the Son. This is symbolised for us by the sub-formula VH (Hebrew:
Vav-final Ha), or Son-Daughter. A permanent connection (or 'channel')
must be made between them so that the divine energy that flows
'horizontally' between the Father and the Mother can also flow
'vertically' between the Son and the Daughter and thus become
manifested within our three dimensional world. The Christian 'cross'
is symbolic of this horizontal and vertical energy relationship, and
the 'Crucifixion' initiation indicates the point in evolution when a
perfect flow of energy along the vertical channel between the Son and
Daughter has finally been achieved.
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The physical substance of the Daughter principle provides the
descending divine creative energy the 'resistance' it needs to produce
Light and Heat - just as a copper wire held between the two terminals
of a battery will allow physical effects to be produced. Without the
Daughter principle there can be no manifestation of the divine
creative Purpose in our physical world because the Creator needs a
vehicle that will embody His energy in the mental, astral, and
physical dimensions, and the Daughter is destined (after some initial
preparation) to be that vehicle.

The Education of the Daughter

The Daughter begins life as a baby in the care of her 'big Brother'
(the Son), and at first she is unable to comprehend the words that he
speaks to her. It takes her a long time to learn the subtle language
of the soul, and therefore in the beginning stages of her existence
she learns solely through her own (sometimes painful) experience of
'cause and effect' as she stumbles around in her limited physical
environment.

Gradually though, she begins to understand some of the 'words' spoken
to her by her Brother, but that does not mean that she will follow his
advice because she has her own little will and desires, and her
initial tendency is to follow her own 'material' desires until she
reaches the point where they no longer sufficently satisfy her.

During all this time she continues to gradually learn the language of
the soul with all it's subtle nuances, and slowly she starts to take
notice of what her Brother is trying to tell her. The advice he offers
her is based on Wisdom because he knows the wonderful things that will
happen if she follows his instructions.

At first her understanding is dim, and her perception very limited.
She is only able to receive one simple instruction at a time, and so
(in the beginning) she must learn to trust in her Brother's guidance,
and must develop the courage to follow through each of the steps in
turn that are given to her -- even though she can't see, and doesn't
know, where they are leading her.

But the Son does know what lies ahead of the Daughter, and the great
things that will manifest to her if she will follow his instructions.
His vision is from a 'higher' perspective and so he is able to see
further than she.

The faith and courage of the Daughter slowly increases as she
continues to take little steps in accordance with the directives of
her Brother. Her trust in the Son's wisdom becomes increasingly
fortified as she experiences the 'magical' results of her faith-based
actions. Each step forward that she takes becomes easier because she
has seen the results of her previous steps, and therefore she learns
to trust in the Son's guidance.

The soul 'speaks' to the personality through the medium of the higher
chakras (i.e. those above the Solar Plexus). In the Heart chakra the
Daughter experiences the 'desire' of the soul and a sense of knowing
that is 'felt' to be true. In the Throat chakra communication comes
via the mental plane as a channelled thought-form. In the Ajna chakra
she reads and interprets the inner and outer symbols that appear to
her vision. In the Crown chakra there is an immediate knowing and a
direct communication that only occurs in very high states of
consciousness. These are the four basic esoteric senses that are
available to her and that when effectively activated provide a medium
of communication between herself and her Brother.
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THE DIVINE HERMAPHRODITE. 

An impenetrable veil of secrecy was thrown over the occult and religious mysteries taught, after the submersion of the last remnant of the Atlantean race, some 12,000 years ago, lest they should be shared by the unworthy, and so desecrated. Of these sciences several have now become exoteric -- such as Astronomy, for instance, in its purely mathematical and physical aspect. Hence their dogmas and tenets, being all symbolised and left to the sole guardianship of parable and allegory, have been forgotten, and their meaning has become perverted. Nevertheless, one finds the hermaphrodite in the scriptures and traditions of almost every nation; and why such unanimous agreement if the statement is only a fiction? 

It is this secrecy which led the Fifth Race to the establishment, or rather the re-establishment of the religious mysteries, in which ancient truths might be taught to the coming generations under the veil of allegory and symbolism. Behold the imperishable witness to the evolution of the human races from the divine, and especially from the androgynous Race -- the Egyptian Sphinx, that riddle of the Ages! Divine wisdom incarnating on earth, and forced to taste of the bitter fruit of personal experience of pain and suffering, generated under the shade of the tree of the knowledge of Good and Evil -- a secret first known only to the Elohim, the SELF-INITIATED, "higher gods" -- on earth only.*

In the Book of Enoch we have Adam,** the first divine androgyne, Moon, conceived as twins . . . The Sun, the immortal and powerful being that disappears every evening from the horizon and descends under the Earth, as though he would make room for the fraternal orb which comes to life with night, is Pollux, who sacrifices himself for Castor; Castor, who, inferior to his brother, owes to him his immortality: for the Moon, says Theophrastus, is only another, but feebler Sun." (De Ventis 17. See Decharme, p. 655.)

** Adam (Kadmon) is, like Brahma and Mars, the symbol of the generative and creative power typifying Water and Earth -- an alchemical secret. "It takes Earth and Water to create a human soul," said Moses. Mars is the Hindu Mangala, the planet Mars, identical with Kartikeya, the "War-God," born of Gharma-ja (Siva's sweat) and of the [[Footnote continued on next page]] 
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separating into man and woman, and becoming JAH-HEVA in one form, or Race, and Cain and Abel* (male and female) in its other form or Race -- the double-sexed Jehovah** -- an echo of its Aryan prototype, Brahma-Vach. After which come the Third and Fourth Root-Races of mankind*** -- that is to say, Races of men and women, or individuals of opposite sexes, no longer sexless semi-spirits and androgynes, as were the two Races which precede them. This fact is hinted at in every Anthropogony. It is found in fable and allegory, in myth and revealed Scriptures, in legend and tradition. Because, of all the great Mysteries, inherited by Initiates from hoary antiquity, this is one of the greatest. It accounts for the bi-sexual element found in every creative deity, in Brahma-Viraj-Vach, as in Adam-Jehovah-Eve, also in "Cain-Jehovah-Abel." For "The Book of the Generations of Adam" does not even mention Cain and Abel, but says only: "Male and female created he them. . . and called their name Adam" (ch. v. 5). Then it proceeds to say: "And Adam begat a son in his own likeness, after his image, and called his name Seth" (v. 3); after which he begets other sons and daughters, thus proving that Cain and Abel are his own allegorical permutations. Adam stands for the primitive human race, especially in its cosmo-sidereal sense. Not so, however, in its theo-anthropological meaning. The compound name of Jehovah, or Jah-Hovah, meaning male life and female life -- first androgynous, then separated into sexes -- is used in this sense in Genesis from ch. v. onwards. As the author of "The Source of Measures" says (p. 159): "The two words of which Jehovah is composed make up the original idea of male-female, as the birth originators"; for the Hebrew letter Jod was the membrum virile and Hovah was Eve, the mother of all living, or the procreatrix, Earth and Nature. The author believes, therefore, that "It is seen that the perfect one" (the perfect female circle or Yoni, 20612, numerically), "as originator of measures, takes also the form of birth-origin, as Hermaphrodite one; hence the phallic form and use." 

Precisely; only "the phallic form and use" came long ages later; and the first and original meaning of Enos, the son of Seth, was the First Race born in the present usual way from man and woman --for Seth is no man, but a race. Before him humanity was hermaphrodite.

[[Footnote continued from previous page]] Earth. He is Lokita, the red, like Brahma also and Adam. The Hindu Mars is, like Adam, born from no woman and mother. With the Egyptians, Mars was the primeval generative Principle, and so are Brahma, in exoteric teaching, and Adam, in the Kabala.

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While Seth is the first result (physiologically) after the FALL, he is also the first man; hence his son Enos is referred to as the "Son of man." (Vide infra.) Seth represents the later Third Race. 

To screen the real mystery name of AIN-SOPH -- the Boundless and Endless No-Thing -- the Kabalists have brought forward the compound attribute-appellation of one of the personal creative Elohim, whose name was Yak and Jab, the letters i or j or y being interchangeable, or Jah-Hovah, i.e. male and female;* Jah-Eve an hermaphrodite, or the first form of humanity, the original Adam of Earth, not even Adam Kadmon, whose " mind-born son" is the earthly Jah-Hovah, mystically. And knowing this, the crafty Rabbin-Kabalist has made of it a name so secret, that he could not divulge it later on without exposing the whole scheme; and thus he was obliged to make it sacred. 

How close is the identity between Brahma-Prajapati and Jehovah-Sephiroth, between Brahma-Viraj and Jehovah-Adam, the Bible and the Puranas compared can alone show. Analysed and read in the same light, they afford cogent evidence that they are two copies of the same original -- made at two periods far distant from each other. Compare once more in relation to this subject Genesis ch. 4. verses 1 and 26 and Manu I., and they will both yield their meaning. In Manu (Book I. 32) Brahma, who is also both man and god, and divides his body into male and female, stands in his esoteric meaning, as does Jehovah or Adam in the Bible, for the symbolical personification of creative and generative power, both divine and human. The Zohar affords still more convincing proof of identity, while some Rabbins repeat word for word certain original Puranic expressions; e.g., the "creation" of the world is generally considered in the Brahmanical books to be the Lila, delight or sport, the amusement of the Supreme Creator, "Vishnu being thus discrete and indiscrete substance, spirit, and time, sports like a playful boy in frolics." (Vishnu Purana, Book I., ch. ii.) Now compare this with what is said in the Book, "Nobeleth' Hokhmah": "The Kabalists say that the entering into existence of the worlds happens through delight, in that Ain-Soph (? !) rejoiced in Itself, and flashed and beamed from Itself to Itself . . . . which are all called delight," etc. (Quoted in Myer's "Qabbalah," p. 110). Thus it is not a "curious idea of the Qabbalists," as the author just quoted remarks, but a purely Puranic, Aryan idea. Only, why make of Ain-Soph a Creator? 

The "Divine Hermaphrodite" is then Brahma-Vach-Viraj; and that of the Semites, or rather of the Jews, is Jehovah-Cain-Abel. Only the "Heathen" were, and are, more sincere and frank than were the

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later Israelites and Rabbis, who undeniably knew the real meaning of their exoteric deity. The Jews regard the name given to them -- the Yah-oudi -- as an insult. Yet they have, or would have if they only wished it, as undeniable a right to call themselves the ancient Yah-oudi, "Jah-hovians," as the Brahmins have to call themselves Brahmins, after their national deity. For Jah-hovah is the generic name of that group or hierarchy of creative planetary angels, under whose star their nation has evolved. He is one of the planetary Elohim of the regent group of Saturn. Verse 26 of Genesis, ch. iv., when read correctly, would alone give them such a right, for it calls the new race of men sprung from Seth and Enos, Jehovah, something quite different from the translation adopted in the Bible: -- "To him also, was born a son, Enos; then began men to call themselves Jah or Yah-hovah," to with men and women, the "lords of creation." One has but to read the above-mentioned verse in the original Hebrew text and by the light of the Kabala, to find that, instead of the words as they now stand translated, it is: -- "Then began men to call themselves Jehovah," which is the correct translation, and not "Then began men to call upon the name of the Lord"; the latter being a mistranslation, whether deliberate or not. Again the well-known passage: "I have gotten a man from the Lord," should read: "I have gotten a man, even Jehovah."* Luther translated the passage one way, the Roman Catholics quite differently. Bishop Wordsworth renders it: "Cain -- I have gotten Kain, from Kanithi, I have gotten." Luther: "I have gotten a man 0-- even the Lord" (Jehovah); and the author of "The Source of Measures": "I have measured a man, even Jehovah." The last is the correct rendering, because (a) a famous Rabbin, a Kabalist, explained the passage to the writer in precisely this way, and (b) because this rendering is identical with that in the Secret Doctrine of the East with regard to Brahma. In "Isis Unveiled,"** it was explained by the writer that "Cain . . . is the son of the 'Lord' not of Adam (Genesis iv. I)" The "Lord" is Adam Kadmon, the "father" of Yodcheva, "Adam-Eve," or Jehovah, the son of sinful thought, not the progeny of flesh and blood. Seth, on the other hand, is the leader and the progenitor of the Races of the Earth; for he is the son of Adam, exoterically, but esoterically he is the progeny of Cain and Abel, since Abel or Hebel is a female, the counterpart and female half of the male Cain, and Adam is the collective name for man and woman: "male and female (Zachar va Nakobeh) created he them . . . and called their name Adam." The verses in Genesis from chs. i. to v., are purposely mixed up for Kabalistic reasons. After MAN of

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Genesis ch. i. 26 and Enos, Son of Man of ch. iv. v. 26, after Adam, the first androgyne, after Adam Kadmon, the sexless (the first) Logos, Adam and Eve once separated, come finally Jehovah-Eve and Cain-Jehovah. These represent distinct Root-Races, for millions of years elapsed between them. 

Hence the Aryan and the Semitic Theo-anthropographies are two leaves on the same stem; their respective personifications and symbolic personages standing in relation to each other in this way. 

I. The Unknowable, referred to in various ways in Rig Vedic verse, such as "Nought Was," called, later on "Parabrahm;" the [image: image1.png]


(Ain, nothing, or the "Ain-Soph" of the Kabalists), and again, the "Spirit" (of God) that moves upon the face of the waters, in Genesis. All these are identical. Moreover, in Genesis, ch. i., v. 2, is placed as verse 1 in the secret Kabalistic texts, where it is followed by the Elohim "creating the Heaven and the Earth." This deliberate shifting of the order of the verses was necessary for monotheistic and Kabalistic purposes. Jeremiah's curse against those Elohim (gods) who have not created the Heavens and the Earth, ch. x., v. 11, shows that there were other Elohim who had. 

II. The "Heavenly" Manu-Swayambhuva, who sprang from Swayambhu-Narayana, the "Self-existent," and Adam Kadmon of the Kabalists, and the androgyne MAN of Genesis ch. 1 are also identical. 

III. Manu-swayambhuva is Brahma, or the Logos; and he is Adam Kadmon, who in Genesis iv., 5, separates himself into two halves, male and female, thus becoming Jah-Hovah or Jehovah-Eve; as Manu Swayambhuva or Brahma separates himself to become "Brahma-Viraj and Vach-Viraj," male and female; all the rest of the texts and versions being blinds. 

IV. Vach is the daughter of Brahma and is named Sata-Rupa, "the hundred-formed," and Savitri, "generatrix," the mother of the gods and of all living. She is identical with Eve, "the mother (of all the lords or gods or) of all living." Besides this there are many other occult meanings. 

What is written in "Isis," although scattered about and very cautiously expressed at the time, is correct: 

Explaining esoterically Ezekiel's wheel,* it is said of Jodhevah or Jehovah: - 

"When the ternary is taken in the beginning of the Tetragram, it expresses the divine creation spiritually, without any carnal sin; taken at its opposite end it expresses the latter: it is feminine. The name of Eva is composed of three letters, that of the primitive or heavenly

Adam, is written with one letter, Jod or Yodh; therefore it must not be read Jehovah but Ieva, or Eve. The Adam of the first chapter is the spiritual, therefore pure, androgyne Adam Kadmon. When woman issues from the rib of the second Adam (of dust), the pure Virgo is separated, and falling "into generation," or the downward cycle, becomes Scorpio, emblem of sin and matter. While the ascending cycle points to the purely spiritual races, or the ten prediluvian patriarchs, the Prajapatis and Sephiroth are led on by the creative Deity itself, who is Adam Kadmon or Yod-cheva. Spiritually, the lower one (Jehovah) is that of the terrestrial races, led on by Enoch or Libra, the seventh; who, because he is half-divine, half-terrestrial, is said to have been taken by God alive. Enoch, Hermes, and Libra, are one." 

This is only one of the several meanings. No need to remind the scholar that Scorpio is the astrological sign of the organs of reproduction. Like the Indian Rishis, the Patriarchs are all convertible in their numbers, as well as interchangeable. According to the subject to which they relate they become ten, twelve, seven or five, and even fourteen, and they have the same esoteric meaning as the Manus or Rishis. 

Moreover, Jehovah, as may be shown, has a variety of etymologies, but only those are true which are found in the Kabala. [image: image2.png]bkl

and the same as Hebe, the Grecian goddess of youth and the Olympian bride of Heracles, makes the name Jehovah appear still more clearly in its primitive double-sexed form. 

Finding in Sanskrit such syllables as Jah and Yah, e.g., Jah (navi) "Ganges" and Jagan-natha, "Lord of the World," it becomes clear why Mr. Rawlinson is so very confident in his works of an Aryan or Vedic influence on the early mythology of Babylon. Nor is it to be much wondered at that the alleged ten tribes of Israel disappeared during the captivity period, without leaving a trace behind them, when we are informed that the Jews had de facto but two tribes -- those of Judah and of Levi. The Levies, moreover, were not a tribe at all, but a priestly caste. The descendants have only followed their progenitors, the various patriarchs, into thin, sidereal air. There were Brahms and A-brahms, in days of old, truly, and before the first Jew had been born. Every nation held its first god and gods to be androgynous; nor could it be otherwise, since they regarded their distant primeval progenitors, their dual-sexed ancestors, as divine Beings and Gods, just as do the Chinese to this day. And they were divine in one sense, as also were their first human progeny, the "mind-born" primitive humanity, which were most assuredly bi-sexuals as all the more ancient symbols and traditions show. Under the emblematical devices and peculiar phraseology of the priesthood of old, lie latent hints of sciences as yet undiscovered during the present cycle. Well acquainted as may be a scholar with the hieratic writing and hieroglyphical system of the Egyptians, he must first of all learn to sift their records. He has to assure himself, compasses and rule in hand, that the picture writing he is examining fits, to a line, certain fixed geometrical figures which are the hidden keys to such records, before he ventures on an interpretation." 

"But there are myths which speak for themselves. In this class we may include the double-sexed first creators of every Cosmogony. The Greek Zeus-Zen (AEther), and Chthonia (the chaotic earth) and Metis (water), his wives; Osiris and Isis-Latona -- the former god also representing AEther, the first emanation of the Supreme Deity, Amun, the primeval source of Light; the goddess Earth and Water again; Mithras, the rock-born god, the symbol of the male mundane fire, or the personified primordial light, and Mithra, the fire goddess, at once his mother and his wife; the pure element of fire (the active, or male principle) regarded as light and heat, in conjunction with Earth and Water, or Matter, the female or passive element of cosmical generation" -- all these are records of the primeval divine Hermaphrodite.
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The Magic of the Soul -- How it works

The magic of the soul occurs as a series of triggered 'physical'
events (or manifestations). These magical events appear to us as
'serendipities' (i.e. fortunate coincidences). Certain prerequisites
must be met before each magical event is triggered, and they can only
be triggered in a certain pre-determined order. One of the
prerequisites for triggering a magical event is that the previous
magical event must have already been triggered. Another prerequisite
is that the Daughter must have prepared herself 'physically' (i.e.
mentally, emotionally, and physically) so that she is able to take
full advantage of her experience of the magical event. She must also
be rightly oriented and moving in a direction that reflects her
Brother's promptings (i.e. her soul's purpose).

One of the most important and difficult prerequisites that must be
implemented before the magic of the soul will manifest in our lives is
called 'modest living'. Our modern Western societies (for example)
encourage the accumulation of wealth and the acquisition of
possessions to such an extent that we are now rapidly depleting the
Earth's resources. The Earth's resources are here to be used (first
and foremost) as building materials during the divine Creative
process. They are not here soley for our personality's pleasure and
indulgence.

Each person must determine individually the modicum of physical
resources they need in order to physically achieve their soul-purpose.
The purpose of each soul is unique and requires a different ammount
and type of material resources. Those resources are provided during
the process of 'soul magic' as described in this article. They flow
into our lives as part of the 'magical' process. If we have too much
wealth or own too many possessions then that blocks the flow, and
effectively halts the 'magical' journey. In this case our personal
journey will be one of unconscious evolution - which we all have to
experience in the beginning stages, but there does comes a time when
we are able to choose the more conscious Path of the soul.

There are tests of faith involved in 'soul magic' and one of them is
learning to live by the maxim 'the Universe provides'. This lesson
cannot be learned as long as we allow our physical insecurities to
cause us to horde money, or our material desires to lead us to seek
after a surfeit of trivial and superfluous possessions. Living
modestly provides the opportunity for each of us to learn the reality
of 'soul magic' and to develop the strength of faith that is required
during the first stages of the magical process of living the life of
the soul.

A Practical Example:

Imagine that you are 'living a modest life' and striving to achieve
something that you feel in your Heart is what you are really meant to
be doing here on this planet. But imagine that your personal physical
resources are dwindling, and that you are beginning to get fearful
about your physical survival. You still have a roof over your head,
some food in the fridge, and a few dollars in the bank, but it will
not sustain you for more than two weeks. Playing on your mind is the
knowledge that there is currently an opportunity available to you that
will enable you to improve your financial situation, but it requires
that you compromise (in some way) part of your 'soul purpose'. What do
you do? Do you take the opportunity, or do you resist it and continue
with what you are currently doing -- that is, engaging in the work of
your soul (as you understand it)?

To resist the opportunity requires a high degree of faith in the magic
of the soul, because you cannot see where the support you will soon
need is going to come from. All you have is the 'feeling' in your
Heart that what you are doing is 'right' and that it is connected with
your true soul purpose.

In this situation the magic of the soul will activate (sometime within
the next two weeks) and bring whatever opportunity is needed into your
life, to support you and your life-purpose. The new opportunity will
manifest in such a way that you will not need to sacrifice anything
important to your soul purpose, and it will enable you to continue
applying yourself to the work of your soul.

This example is basic, but it describes the type of approach that is
needed when living according to the laws of 'soul magic'.
---------------

The whole series of magical events that occur in a life-time
ultimately lead to a sense of completion that acknowledges the
synthesis and fulfillment of the soul's purpose for that life-time.
The entire magical process however, occurs over several 'magical'
life-times and culminates in one grand life achievement where the full
splendour of the final synthesis is demonstrated in the physical
world. This magical process occurs at both the individual and the
collective level of human life.

The two basic ingredients that combine together to produce the
manifestation of soul magic on the physical plane come from the divine
Father and Mother principles. Basically, the Father principle provides
a certain creative energy - an energy that could be described as a
combination of wisdom and creative genius (when it is given form in
the three dimensions of our world). Initially, it is held within the
soul (in the custody of the Son) -- within the material envelope that
has been provided by the Mother principle. It exists in a state of
'slow release' (or 'time release') because it gradually trickles down
through the open channel that is established between the Son and
Daughter principles -- i.e. between the soul and personality -- until
it becomes fully embodied within the substance of the three dimensions
of our physical world.

The Mother principle provides the substance which becomes the vehicle
for, and the embodiment of, the Father's creative energy. This
substance is of a very special sort however. It is substance of a
highly refined and specialised nature. It has to be, in order to
adequately contain the immense, but subtle power of the Father's energy.

The substance provided by the divine Mother is of the mental, astral,
and physical planes, and becomes refined within the mental, astral,
and physical aspects of the personality as the Daughter principle
evolves. In other words, as the human personality evolves, its
physical, astral, and mental bodies become increasingly refined until
a certain level of 'purity' is reached, and then the vessel that is
the Daughter becomes consecrated to her sacred task. She then becomes
as a shining, resplendent, holy chalice -- fit to contain the divine
elixer of the Father principle. When she achieves this condition the
forms that extend from her into the world are powerful 'physical'
expressions of the divine creative Will.

As the Daughter moves forward on her sacred Path, the divine Mother
principle also provides a very well orchestrated pattern of unfolding
circumstances that 'magically' emerge in her life. These physical
circumstances are specially crafted to provide pre-destined
opportunities that are critical to the successful completion of the
Daughter's sacred mission in the world, and they become more regular
as the Daughter learns to keep to her Path, and steadfastly follow the
communications she is receiving from her Brother (the Son). The
opportunities that the divine Mother principle provides for the
Daughter appear miraculous to normal (i.e. three dimensional)
consciousness because they are manifesting according to laws that are
beyond the 'physical' plane. The rational mind cannot anticipate them
although the Daughter may sense the approach of something magical in
her life (i.e. using her esoteric senses).

As the Daughter moves forward on her magical Path she is actually
learning (through experience) to see with her higher senses -- for
example, she can still see with her physical eyes, but what she sees
with them she also perceives and interprets with her 'third eye'. This
process is an important part of human evolution, and will effect our
entry into what New Age theory calls the '4th Dimension'. It is a
process of personal initiation - an experiential journey that each of
us must take in order to awaken our esoteric senses and accustom
ourselves to the new Way of being (i.e. of interacting with our
environment).

Humanity cannot survive for much longer if we continue to allow our
human personalities to control our experience of the world. There is
an increasingly urgent need for more people to achieve 'soul
consciousness' and thus to learn to view the world through the eyes of
the soul. Only then can we come to flow in greater harmony with the
higher Purpose that is reflected within our souls -- both individually
and collectively -- and assist in the process of divine Creation on
our planet.

You touch on something that is as important as it is profound.  The concept of being a 'King' as we relate in Thelemic doctrine requires us to be strong, which I think means (at least in part) being self-reliant.  The ancient Brahmin-beggar no longer demonstrates a noble form of existence; altruism now more a vice than a virtue.  And yet, there is an eternal wisdom reflected clearly in the New Testament that talks of the birds of the air being fed; and how much more readily is the Aethyr pre-disposed to taking care of us.
Let's consider this also in terms of the Jungian concept of Synchronicity.  As the Aspirant opens up onto the spiritual path, it seems as if certain significant coincidences occur that have a certain sublime profundity as evoking a certain sense of awe.  A sense of destiny can open up for the Aspirant who focuses a large part of his or her consciousness into the depths of self-awareness.  In my own experience, I find it significant that with the different careers I've had from my young life to now, something of a bit more established, I've always had time to read and write extensively.  This has also helped me to keep motivated on my temple work and other preparatory exercises that are integral to the work.
Even the opportunity to have temple space is a part of the synchronistic experience.  I have seen that the only ones that seem to have worked at any serious level in this art and science have kept large libraries (required to some degree by the A.'.A.'.) and afforded themselves the instruments and regalia of the craft.  There's a level of spiritual power inherent in the Aspirant to maintain Sacred Space.  For those that can't, they have not the power and they will not succeed.
But really, a quote from Liber Librae is pertinent:
"Ask and ye shall have! Seek, and ye shall find!
Knock, and it shall be opened unto you!"
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I agree – having a temple space is possible for me because I can afford a home with enough space, as well as having the money to buy the robes, tools, alchemy equipment, and books.  I do have an issue in expecting, or even asking for the Universe to provide for me, which is something my Wiccan friends do routinely.  I would rather forge my own way - and I personally feel that my daily labor contributes a great deal to my Thelemic lifestyle, although I am grateful for those synchronistic opportunities you mention as they arise.   Right now I feel that I am setting the stage for my later years, when I can be financially stable while having a true “magickal retirement”.

Like Cammy said, we're anything but ascetics.  Aceticism may be the way for some; but as suggested by Blavatsky, this may be a different race on the evolutionary matrix.  To reiterate, HPB talks of a certain set of Dhyan Chohans (Elohim) that refused to reproduce and of another that acquiesced to this directive.  There's a humanity that has been evolving up from the Earth and another that's been descending from the Aethyr.  And these relative natures may or may not both be inside each of us.
In regards to "expecting, or even asking for the Universe to provide...", I think we should consider two means of asking.  The first is the one that superstitious people use; get on your knees and put your hands together and ask the big parent in the sky for a cookie.  This Christist conditioning is thread so deeply into the fabric of our culture, that even Pagans and those into Magick do the exact same thing under the guise of ritual; rather than prayer.
The second way is the more profound way...remember, it has been said that God helps those who help themselves.  In other words, the Aspiration is a highly charged emotional state; this is the very nature of what Magickal power is all about.  This ardent desire for something profound builds into a state of holiness and the Universe opens at your feet.  As Crowley states in MITP, when one is doing his or her will, the Aspirant has the inertia of the Universe for a support.
Your success is your Universal sacrament; your partaking of the energy of the Aethyr and crystallizing its light into your life.  Thelema is all about becoming fully human and in the 'now'.  We are here to live this life; that is our primary concern.  I hope today to comment on some more Blavatsky text, concerned with the nature of the animal-unconscious, that is that lower race evolving up from the Earth.  Connect this with the conscious being, incarnating into us; a strong allusion to the H.G.A.
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This is a wonderful exegesis of what is involved in the surrender of the lower ego to the higher ego.  Clearly we can see how the lower grades are simply a preparation of the daughter, that is the lower ego is given an education and an attunement that allows it to unite with the higher ego. 

 

This is quite different from common notions of magick: burning candles for quick fixes.  It seems, as per the previous discussions the real magickal effects or synchronicities should occur as a natural by product of the integration of the daughter with the voice of the son.  In a word: Initiation.

Even that we have this higher ego has been taken as a 'given'...when it should not.  The Blavatsky material that I sent in the last few days talks of both an evolutionary and involutionary development for humanity.  The dual nature that is suggested by Occult Science also demystifies the War in Heaven that is the pre-Genesis basis for the Qabalah itself.  Of course, this psychological fact is ultimately discovered by the experience of having perceived it; that is as far as any Gnostic might be concerned.
For others epistemological complications then need to be explored.  How is this psycho-human phemonema being interpreted by the mind?  And is there a faculty that lets us see this phenomena clearly, as it is, objectively?  Part of this is answered in the realm of feeling and of the body and the intuition.  But this doesn't really help in making things solidly objective; it is by indirect observation that we can in any way begin to validate this experience.  The production of new Gnosis is all we have and the intuition that provides a certain bit of faith by way of prior experience.
Combine this with practical temple work, meditation and the study of the Holy Books of Thelema and there's a potent Magickal path as it practiced by the A.'.A.'. today.
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
