Watching the film as I write; this guy takes the usual leaps of logic used by paranoic-oriented conspiracy hunters.  The lecturer twists the idea of the ego as a defense mechanism in ancient psychology.  As usual, facts are mixed in a haphazard way to promote his ideas and not to really ascertain any sense of truth.  He goes right into the ignoble David Icke, who has the same problem.  After watching about 35 mintues, there are really good points that are also worth considering.  So the film is worth watching (and I'm still watching it) overall.  But one needs to watch with discernment.

It is interesting how he twists the ideas of Julian Jaynes, ignoring what doesn't fit in with his ideas.  He does the same with Freud.  And I saw a picture of Crowley; but the quote didn't seem to be Crowley's.  His ideas on the Starry Gnosis and the Platonic cycle are great ideas...ideas that I've been promoting for some time now, myself.

I really liked his reference to R.D. Laing...insanity or schizophrenia being an appropriate response to a fractured world.  But I ask, is it not the ego that has created the fractured world?  Yes!  And it is a necessary stage if we are to get to some real semblance of pure consciousness.  We must work through this stage to get to something superior...or we must cower and go back to the tribal consciousness that will leave us relatively unconscious.

As the true mystic says: The world is exactly as it should be; it's only our relationship to this world that we must consider.  And so how do we continue?  So far, only Crowley and Nietzsche have really answered this.  We must mature the ego to a higher and independent state that focuses on something higher than itself.  This is Hadit contemplating Nuit; with the matured ego being Ra-Hoor-Khuit.

These conspiracy theorists are the false prophets that have been prophecied in the past.  They are gathering crowds and instilling the worst in human emotion...hatred.

We as Thelemites, must put our focus on Nuit; that is why it is she that speaks in the first chapter of Liber AL.

Love is the law, love under will...not hatred.  Personally, I find love to be unrequited.  This is the absorbed loneliness of Nietzsche's 'Overman.'  The developing mystic, like myself, will have a terrible trauma at this stage in development.  And let me assure you, the pain is overwhelming at points.  This is the manifestation of schizophrenia...as Wilhelm Reich said, an intense clarity of mind; and as Casteneda has said, a dangerous point if one stops at this point of clarity and doesn't move on to yet, other forms of power or self-empowerment.

For me, I ask, how does one learn even how to deal with this clarity?  I think a lot of people get to this point and then back down for fear of loneliness.  So they play a false, alienated game that helps them to hide from this fear.  They give up their solidarity in order to 'fit in.'  But it is this solidarity that makes one a king...the problem being to find other kings with which to form kinship.

We can say that self, Hadit, must still find the fabric of other selves, Nuit.  Or we as individuals, must still find the collective...we are social beings, without which there can be no civilizing factor.

At this stage of the video, Tsarion is talking about the shadow; something that we must deal with.  And we've spoken about this on the list.  For me personally, the man that everyone thinks is so wise and so together in so many ways (despite what some perceive to be my anger issues, which really have little to do with my shadow)...I know my shadow to be that factor which leaves me so not in control and so unwise.  This leads to panic and fear, which I must bring into balance until my supposed control and wisdom is dissolved into something that is greater than anything I could conceive in and of myself.

It is a most dangerous stage and really, it may destroy me.  It has destroyed so many others; bringing them to complete insanity.  And I cannot presume that I am any better; I can only hope and attempt to be courageous.  But the first fight is my fear.

I have left myself a relatively open book in the hopes of better finding myself as much to show people the truth of this path with all its pretenders to superior spirituality.  Spirituality is not a game and it is not fun.  It comes from an internal drive that manifests itself without choice.  For those of true Aspiration, it is a path that cannot be avoided.  For others, it is but a game.  And still for others, it is a way to petty forms of power...the petty powermongers or ego-losers as I have often called them.

Yes, this is actually better than the video link you sent yesterday.  It was quite interesting until the very end, where finally the lecturer took his logical leap.  He showed, correctly, that this is all about humanity moving to the "immortal plane"; something that Mother and Shri Aurobindo talk about quite articulately.  But finally, he concludes that this occurs because Christians accept Jesus death on the cross; implying quite clearly, that we need do nothing about this as it is inevitable.  He loses all his credibility in this moment.

Also, what he fails to elucidate is the timing of the Age of Aquarius.  He posits aeons as the time between the traversal of the four points on the ecliptic with the fourth point crossing occurring at 2012ev.  And we know that this is not the start of the Aquarian Age, which can be calculated as I have done in my article on the Starry Gnosis and is still 600 years away.  The two separate dates don't necessarily amount to a contradiction.  2012 may prove to be significant historically; we shall see.  And certainly, the ecliptical crossing that will occur on the winter solstice of that year is very real.  Perhaps then, we can surmise that whatever is set to occur at that time; whatever catastrophe, like the deluge that occurred some 6400 years ago, sets up certain forces that will come into play when the actual Age of Aquarius begins.

To the lecturer's credit, he avoided all temptations to promote any form of conspiracy theory and he used his documentation wisely.  I was particularly interested to learn that when Napolean conquered Jerusalem, he set it up as the "new home for the Jews."  And I note that Nostradamus claims Napolean to be one of the anti-Christs, with by most interpreters, Hitler being another and an unnamed third yet to come.

I have struggled with this idea of Napolean; but have been invetigating the possibility of Crowley being the third.  These men all happen in the same time span.  But of course, any individualist would be an anti-Christ in the tribalized/herd culture of the old world religions.  What all three men have in common is their own large egos and the importance they place on the Jews.

Crowley connects them to a source of wisdom and Napolean wants to give them a home...only Hitler wanted to destroy them.  But like Hitler, Napolean was a mass murderer.  Crowley only sought to identify with the mass-murderer motif in a sardonic manner; facetiously poking fun at the church's condemnation of male masturbation as the destruction of thousands of babies in any one act.

What is important here is that we learn from the study of Astrology, that the timing of astral events doesn't necessarily correlate with their corresponding phenomena on earth.
