Letters Reveal Mother Teresa's Secret
LONDON, Aug. 23, 2007 



(CBS) In life, Mother Teresa was an icon — for believers — of God's work on Earth. Her ministry to the poor of Calcutta was a world-renowned symbol of religious compassion. She was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize. 

In a rare interview in 1986, Mother Teresa told CBS News she had a calling, based on unquestioned faith. 

"They are all children of God, loved and created by the same heart of God," she said. 

But now, it has emerged that Mother Teresa was so doubtful of her own faith that she feared being a hypocrite, reports CBS News correspondent Mark Phillips. 

In a new book that compiles letters she wrote to friends, superiors and confessors, her doubts are obvious. 

Shortly after beginning work in Calcutta's slums, the spirit left Mother Teresa. 

"Where is my faith?" she wrote. "Even deep down… there is nothing but emptiness and darkness... If there be God — please forgive me." 

Eight years later, she was still looking to reclaim her lost faith. 

"Such deep longing for God… Repulsed, empty, no faith, no love, no zeal," she said. 

As her fame increased, her faith refused to return. Her smile, she said, was a mask. 

"What do I labor for?" she asked in one letter. "If there be no God, there can be no soul. If there be no soul then, Jesus, You also are not true." 

"These are letters that were kept in the archbishop's house," the Rev. Brian Kolodiejchuk told Phillips. 

The letters were gathered by Rev. Kolodiejchuk, the priest who's making the case to the Vatican for Mother Teresa's proposed sainthood. He said her obvious spiritual torment actually helps her case. 

"Now we have this new understanding, this new window into her interior life, and for me this seems to be the most heroic," said Rev. Kolodiejchuk. 

According to her letters, Mother Teresa died with her doubts. She had even stopped praying, she once said. 

The church decided to keep her letters, even though one of her dying wishes was that they be destroyed. Perhaps now we know why.

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Various excerpts from Astral Attack & Defense by Marcelo Ramos Motta regarding possession and psychosis:

 

It was by way of contact with those people who knew our interests, and who looked to us for consultation that led us to write this book; but it is necessary that we should make a careful distinction between what is really a psychic experience and what it is only autosuggestion or a psychosomatic disturbance of physiological origin. It is not easy (for cautious occultists) to be sure that the person who complains about a subtle attack, is not merely suffering from his own tumultuous stress, or is not physically ill. Hysteria, psychosis and glandular disturbances in general are, at least for the time being, more common than a legitimate case of - for example - possession or demonic obsession; nor does the public know, much less theologians, what an initiated occultist means when he talks about demons. 
Roman Catholic priests, when in the presence of diabolic possessions, would do well in pondering the unnatural restrictions that are imposed by the "Christ" religion upon their unfortunate followers. But, as everybody knows, without "Satan" there would not be "Christ", and possessions of the Roman Catholic devil, as we will see ahead, only appear to boast Romanism theology. 
The "mystical" or "magickal" visions of "saints" constantly occur in all religious systems. In the nomenclature of the yogis, such visions are forms of Dhyana that is the mystical experience that precedes Samadhi, which is the true mystical experience the yogi, aspires to. In Samadhi there is perfect identity between you and the experience; therefore the manifestation of form, or a separate entity from yourself, is impossible. As the Bagh-i-Muattar says: "Allah is atheistic: He does not adore Allah!" 
The Christians who had experienced visions of "Jesus Christ," or of the "Virgin Mary," for example, are experiencing projections in the astral plane by the intensity of their own desire. If they become attached themselves to such visions, they run a great danger of being slaves for entities of a low nature. The incredible religious persecutions of some Christians against others and against members of other cults, the amazing cruelties of the Roman and Protestant Inquisition, had its origin in the attachment on the part of believers to visions of this type. 
As Eliphas Levi said, "The diabolic obsessions and the great majority of nervous sickness which affect the brain are wounds inflicted in the nervous system by a perverted astral light, that is, absorbed or projected in sickly conditions. All the extra-sensorial tensions of the will predispose obsessions and nervous sicknesses, i.e., celibacy, asceticism, hatred, envy and despite are the main perpetrators of demonic forms and influences. The soul aspires and breathes, justlike the body does. It aspires to what it believes to be happiness and it is inspired by ideas which are a product of these intimate sensations. The sickly soul has a bad breath and infects its moral atmosphere, that is, it mixes its impure reflexes with that of the astral light which penetrates in its aura, and in this process, it establishes the harmful currents. Many times we become amazed by the assaults in our daily lives, of bad feelings which we are incapable of formulating, and we don't notice that that is due to some morbid neighboring influence. The magnetic systolic and diastolic movements produce around each soul a circle within which the soul becomes its center, and it's surrounded by the reflex of its creations, which generate either a heaven or a hell. There are no solitary acts and there would be no psychic acts: everything that we really want, that is, everything which we confirm through our acts is imprinted upon the astral light, where our reflexes are kept. These reflexes influence continually over our thoughts through our astral body. 
The astral light rules the animal instincts and goes against the intelligence of man, who tends to pervert it for the lust of result and the illusion  of its images...
"People that renounce the emperor of reason and enjoy deviating their will in pursuit of reflections in the astral light, are subject to alternations of fury and sadness that they had made from imagining all of the wonders of demonic possession. The Church of Rome, in its exorcisms, consecrated its belief in all of these things, and it can be said that black magick or its fearful prince are a real, living, terrible creation of the Catholic Church; that is, that they are its special and characteristic work, because the priests had not invented God." 
What the Roman Catholic theologists conveniently forgot is that these cases of "possession" and "exorcism," abound in all religions, all sects, in all parts of the world. The sequence of stories is always the same: the demons are manifested, become sufficiently uncomfortable to attract the attention of the community religious leaders, and after a period which can vary between hours and months are removed, "destroyed" by the efficacy of the rites of exorcism of the creed to which the "victim" belongs. 
There does not exist, in the entire world, a documented case of exorcism in which the "possessed" belonged to another religion not of the exorcists, or in which the "possessed" was a convicted atheist since birth.

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Thanks for this...an important part of this discussion is really in understanding the nature of true magickal attack...or possession.  When we get past the idea of a supernatural Godhead that includes a Devil as a coequal, we see then that the nature of possession or attack by demons, et al isn't really a force generated by some supernatural evil set of personalities.  This sort of anthropomorphism can only exacerbate the level of fear already instilled in the Christist herd by the church and its teachings on eternal damnation.  And so the church becomes the protecting force against this evil; the idea of holding up crosses to ward off vampires and silver bullets to shoot werewolves...the exorcist that comes in to drive away demons.  Where would the sheep be without their masters?  And so the church consoles; giving us a segway to a quote from AL:
AL II.48:  "Pity not the fallen!  I never knew them.  I am not for them.  I console not: I hate the consoled & the consoler."
Crowley's Djiridensis comment:  We now return to those who are not Hadit. We are not to pity the fallen. The first fact about a ‘point-of-view’ is that it keeps its place. It goes, true, but never can fall. To fall is to yield to a strain outside oneself; and that is to cease to maintain the “point-of-view” which is of the essence of Hadit. Hadit never knew the fallen. A real point-of-view cannot be shaken. Should we console such wretches? Useless. He is no better for one extra lie; and who tells that lie is false to his own Godhead.
"To fall is to yield to a strain outside oneself" ... isn't this what Mother Theresa did.
The mystical 'dark night of the soul' has not to do with a crisis of faith; this is what the Christists delude the masses into believing.  Rather, it is the loss of consciousness with the certainty of its connection to the universe...nihilism; a phase that all mystics pass through.  But they face their darkness; they face their shadow and ultimately succeed.  Not the case for Mother Theresa; she died in failure.  And for that failure she is no saint at all; but a cursed example of failure.
