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Here's an interesting paragraph I've read in Blavatsky's Isis Unveiled:
The daemons...are intermediate beings between the divine perfection and human sinfulness, and he divides them into classes, each subdivided in many others. But he states expressly that the individual or personal soul is the leading guardian daemon of every man, and that no daemon has more power over us than our own.  Thus the Daimonion of Socrates is the god or Divine Entity which inspired him all his life.  It depends on man either to open or close his perceptions to the Divine voice.  Like Speusippus he ascribed immortality to the yuch, psychical body, or irrational soul.  But some Hermetic philosophers have taught that the soul has a separate continued existence only so long as in its passage through the spheres any material or earthly particles remain incorporated in it; and that when absolutely purified, the latter are annihilated, and the quintessence of the soul alone becomes blended with its divine spirit (the Rational), and the two are thenceforth one.
Among modern Hermeticists, I think Crowley and Blavatsky are the only ones to seriously consider the H.G.A.  But it seems Crowley would rather avoid both philosophizing on the nature of its existence or theorizing on the integrity of its structure.  It seems Crowley feared that such would become a distraction and horrid religions would arise from this.  Blavatsky, though her thoughts remain even more obscure than Crowley's, plunges into the meat of the matter (pun intended) and gives us a solid means to approach rumination on the subject.  This serves a perfect complement to Crowley's dissemination of technique for approaching the experience of the H.G.A., which is lacking in Blavatsky.
The focus remains in both on the Divine Voice or Logos, which Crowley perfects in the Oath of the Abyss (to interpret all experience as a direct result of God acting on one's soul), which comes about by means of the thrust of one's Angel.  The projection back into the Ruach keeps the soul fixed to matter; psychical matter at least, and with a star cast in the heavens (the astral or psychic realm).  The focus remains on the divinity, which some may will to unite with and then all matter and egoity must be abandoned, as Blavatsky clearly implies.  This of course, is attainable at a very high grade and should not be confused with the ego-loser mentality that we've spoken about on this list.
Immortality then is a product of the soul moving through time and this four-dimensional matrix of the world or universe that we know.  And Gnosis must then also be attached to this because it is only in duality that Gnosis can be contrasted with Agnosis.  Though I would venture from my own astral experimentation to show that such experience seems to at least distort the time continuum; if it doesn't eliminate it altogether.  This might even as yet, seem confusing.  But certainly a union with the divine would then be beyond both time and not-time as it would be beyond any identification.
The very nature of the soul, the heart of the Ruach (Tiphareth) must then be the Holy Guardian Angel, one of which is said to be assigned to each and every human at the birth, according to Enochian pseudpegripha.  And as such, the spiritual hierarchy of the Universe enjoins in the involutionary indulgence that gives us the myth of the Sons of God (Spirit) mating with the Daughters of Men (Matter).  The Hermetic Axiom: As above, so below - is here expressed quite poetically.
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Very good. Sons of god representing spirit. OK  And daughters of men representing matter. Good. Definitely another well thought out explanation for Genesis.

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The Nephilim are the H.G.A.'s; one assigned to each human. They are the Sulphur that is soul.  Their predecessors are the Annunaki (Spirit) or the Sons of God.  Life or the Earth is a Woman; she who emerges out of the primordial depth (Matter).  Therefore, Isis represents Life or the Ankh.  It is she that gives the mystery of Initiation, which is Spirit involving itself in matter.
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Crowley of course, discusses the H.G.A. as the Augoeides and in reading from Blavatsky's Isis Unveiled, I come across this:
These philosophers held, with teh Hindus, that God had infused into matter a portion of his own Divine Spirit, which animates and moves every particle.  They taught that men have two souls, of separate and quite different natures: the one perishable--the Astral Soul, or the inner, fluidic body--the other incorruptible and immortal--the Augoeides, or portion of the Divine Spirit; that the moral or Astral Soul perishes at each gradual change at the threshold of every new sphere, Becomign with every transmigration more purified  the astral man, intangibble and invisible as he might be to our mortal, earhtly senses, is still constituted of matter, though sublimated.
That force of course; the force that "moves every particle," I've postulated as light, which in itself is something from a fifth dimension in my article: http://www.astronargon.us/Testing%20the%20Night%20of%20Pan.html.  Light itself would then be the physical substance of God manifested on the material plane.  And as such, the particle itself is infinite and is composed of all the orders and legions of angels and spirits that are associated with the divine hierarchy.  As HPB says, the Universe is a hierarchy of beings.
The H.G.A. experience may then said to be a uniting of the soul with the spirit, which means of course, a soul that needs to be purified as much as the veils the cover the spirit need to be removed.  But I'm not sure if I'm a subscriber of transmigration as HPB is discussing in the quote I provided.  This marriage is as much a surrendering of the one to other as the other is to that one; the 'crucifixion'.  The marriage with the light is the 'transfiguration,' that Dr. Maurice Bucke discusses quite aptly in his book: Cosmic Consciousness.
For anything to have an effect on the psyche, it must also have an effect on the body as the body (Moon) is the source of the emotions.  That is why healing and medicine are such an important part of the Western Mystery Tradition.  It is the beginning of the work.  This is balanced, by of course, a fortified intellect.  So the H.G.A. experience must then also have a physical component as Dr. Bucke (a Transcendentalist and friend of Walt Whitman) describes in detail in his book; and with several well-known expamples outside the obvious biblical reference.
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
