Perhaps so, and I don't doubt that some of these events were being written into the book; or at least the book was being interpreted along these lines at that time.  But 'that time' would be a time long before the Nicean Council would have added the book into their canon.  And so, it was edited and included to show what they wanted to have understood by those they would be imposing the religion over, which would have nothing to do with denouncing any Caesar; no less Constantine.
With that in mind, the exact correlations between John's Revelation, the Book of Enoch and the cononical book of Daniel in the OT, are a measure of the strength of the apocalyptic tradition.  This again, was more about prophecy as a prophessing of the 'secrets of Heaven' or a revealing of what's behind the veil of the Spirit and had nothing to do with predicting the future.  The idea that prophecy had anything to do with predicting the future belonged more to the peasantry.  Those 'in the know'...initiates...it seems to me, differentiated between prophecy and divination.  Prophecy was oracular only in that it was professed orally, which might look a bit like some divinitory methods.  But the aims are quite different between the two, as clearly shown in even the Gnostic apocalypses, written during this period.
What is likely going on, Is that some event( is first recounted in revelation) Then the result( Or prophecy part is added) at the end. Then the conclusion which shows a moral lesson( Like christ Triumphant or That God will wipe away all tears.

It's quite possible that some of this may have been encoded into this by using some colloquial memes to make the suggestion to those reading it at the time it was written.  Yet again, by the time we get to Irenaeus and Constantine, those memes have faded away and the intent of the book was certainly altered as best an ignorant set of clerics would do to create their emergent religion...that being at least a century or two after the initial composition.
