The Highest Man as Legislator of the Future
 

Reading these notes, the Philosopher is shown here to have the same goal that the A.'.A.'. has for its Aspirants.

 

Note 988
We new philosophers, however, not only do we start by describing the actual order of rank and differences in the value of men, we also desire precisely the opposite of an assimilation, an equalization: we teach estrangement in every sense, we open up gulfs such as have never existed before, we desire that man should become more evil than he has ever been before.  In the meantime, we are still strangers to and from one another.  We have many reasons to be hermits annd to put on masks--we shall therefore be poor at looking for those like us.  We shall live alone and probably suffer the torments of all seven solitudes.  But if we should come across one another, one may wager that we mistake or mmutually deceive one another.
 

To understand what Nietzsche meant by the term evil for the predisposition of mankind, one must note that at the beginning of the book two propositions were given.  First, that moral values developed from our religions are built on lies and other falsity; and second, these morals actually reflect a nihilistic view of the world.  Therefore, Nietzsche called for an immorality; an evil as the pursuit of truth...that we should become more evil.

 

The final sentence of the above note seems to point directly to several verses in AL:

AL II.58:  "Yea!  deem not of change: ye shall be as ye are, & not other.  Therefore the kings of the earth shall be Kings for ever: the slaves shall serve.  There is none that shall be cast down or lifted up: all is ever as it was.  Yet there are masked ones my servants: it may be that yonder beggar is a King.  A King may choose his garment as he will: there is no certain test: but a beggar cannot hide his poverty."

AL II.59:  "Beware therefore!  Love all, lest perchance is a King concealed!  Say you so?  Fool!  If he be a King, thou canst not hurt him."

AL II.60:  "Therefore strike hard & low, and to hell with them, master!"

 

Note 989
Philosophers are not made to love one another.  Eagles do not fly in company.  One must leave that to partidges and starlings...Soaring on high and having talons, that is the lot of great geniuses.
 

Note 993
It is a comfort to me to know that above the stream and filth of human lowlands there is a higher, brighter humanity, very small in number (for everything outstanding is by its nature reare): one belongs to it, not because one is more talented or more vituous or more heroic or more loving than the men below, but--because one is colder, brighter, more far-seeing, more solitary; because one endures, prefers, demands solitude as happiness, as priviege, indeed as a condition of existence; because one lives among clouds and lightning as among one's own kind, but equally among rays of sunlight, drops o dew, flakes of snow, and everything that necessarily comes from the heights and, when it moves, moves eternally only in the direction from above to below.  Aspirations toward the heights are not ours.--Heroes, martyrs, geniuses and enthusiasts are not still, patient, subtle, cold, slow enough for us.
 

I am reminded of this by Motta for both the note above and note 988:

Certain people have a greater developed astral body than the norm, either due to deliberate training, genetic inheritance, magnetic influences of where they live or the people with which they enter into contact with.  For example, trained Initiates, are themselves, developed to a high degree, but not of a degree raised enough to have overwhelmed the Ego, possess intensely magnetic, disturbing personalities for sensible people who are not accustomed to the existing presence of psychic force in high tension.  In circumstances in the which Aspirants already of a certain development extend the conscience of the internal vehicles with greater ease, those that are not prepared can  become extremely disturbed by the constant presence of an initiate.  Therefore, advanced occultists that, without having yet reached total balance and destruction of one’s powers, and allow the profane to enter in one’s circle, are being imprudent and until indiscreet.  But they cannot, in all fairness, be accused of abusing their faculties. They emanate force involuntarily, due to its high internal load.  The initiates of higher advancement always live away from the multitude, they not only need isolation for their work, but know its influence produces a violent psychic reaction in the profane.
 

Also note that per the above note, "everything that necessarily comes from the heights and, when it moves, moves eternally only in the direction from above to below."  Fresh fever always comes from the skies; human prophecy being the voice of genius connected to this movement.  Invoke daily.

 

Note 994
Absolute conviction: that value feelings above and below are different; that countless experiences are lacking in those below; that between below and above misunderstanding is necessary.
 

If there were sympathy between the higher man; the overman and the herd there would be no friction to set the combined forces of their separate machinery into motion.  Lethargy would replace energetic motion and human production and culture would cease altogether.

 

Note 995
How do men attain great strength and a great task?  All the virtues and efficiency of body and soul are acquired laboriously and little by little, through much industry, self-contraint, limitation, through much obstinate, faithful repetition of the same labors, the same renunciations; but there are men who are the heirs and masters of this slowly-acaquired manifold treasure of virtue and efficiency--because, through forutnate and reaonsasble marriages, and also through fortunate accidents, the acquired and stored-up energies of many generations have not been squandered and dispersed but linked toegether by a firm ring and by will.  In the end there appears a man, a monster of energy, who demands a monster of a task.  For it is our energy that disposes of us; and the wretched spritiual game of goals and intentions and motives is only a foreground--even though weak eyes may take them for the matter itself.
 

Immediately I am reminded of the entire theme of Frank Herbert's Dune.  But also, the herd cannot understand the intentions and motives of the genius and therefore the problem of "weak eyes" ... those that have no far-ranging vision.

 

Note 996
The sublime man has the highest value, even if he is terribly delicate and fragile, because an abundance of very difficult and rare things has been red and perserved together through many generations.
 

It is easy to conceive of the greatest secret in all of Occult lore is that of the Magickal or Golden Childe; the ultimate overman as a product of careful eugenic planning by an enlightened priesthood.

 

Note 997
I teach: that there are higher and lower men, and that a single individual can under certain circumstances justify the existence of the whole millennia--theat is, a full, rich, great, whole human being in relation to countless incomplete fragmentary  men.
 

So great is the Overman and so important to human evolutionary development that anyone bears more importance than the whole of the herd.  Per AL 58: ...the slaves shall serve.

 

Note 998
The highest men live beyond the rulers, freed from all bonds; and in the rulers they have their instruments.
 

The rulers control that vast, herd-organizing complex that Campbell calls the "machine."  The sleepers are engulfed by this insidious tool and it does serve to run those systems that enable modern life.  The higher man knows how to use the machine to his or her own ends.

 

Note 999
Order of rank: He who determines values and directs the will of millenia by giving direction to the highest natures is the highest man.
 

Is this not the nature of the Avatar of an Aeon?  Crowley is certainly of this higher man; but also are there many great men such as Nietzsche, Copernicus, HPB, Newton, Einstein, Campbell, et al.  Such individual geniuses are distinctly outside the herd and have transformed the entire planet in obvious and subtle ways.

 

Note 1000
I believe I have guessed some of the things in the soul of the highest man; perhaps anyone who unriddles him must perish; but showever has seen him must help make him possible.
Fundamental thought: we must consider thefurtuere as decisive for oall our evaluations--and not seek the laws of our actions behind us!
 

Cf. AL II.5:  "Behold!  the rituals of the old time are black.  Let the evil ones be cast away; let the good ones be purged by the prophet!  Then shall this Knowledge go aright."
 

Social conservatism is a nostalgia that better shows the dysfunctionality of a culture than it hearkens to anything of virtue.  This is so in conjunction with the idea that culture is derived from the zeitgeist or collective spirit of our race and is therefore directly connected with the individual soul.  Such as those souls that are outside the herd; those of higher nature, these move to the new as they understand that change is the one constant of the universe and in the words of Bob Dylan:

"Please step aside if you can't lend a hand; for the times, they are a-changin'"  And those of US who know should DO.

 

Note 1001
Not "mankind" but overman is the goal!
 

The whole aim of the A.'.A.'. is to foster a complete and whole human being who will prove to have as yet unforseen capacities; living on the evolutionary edge of our species.
