Continuing my read of Nietszche's The Will to Power, Note 338 continues an overall theme that shows how hollow 'ideals' and 'virtue' actually are.  This is reminiscent of Plato's assertion that virtue is impossible to define as he debunked all the suppositions of the Sophists.

What is the coiunterfeiting aspect of morality?-- It pretends to know something, namely what "good and evil" is.  That means wanting to know why makind is here, its goal, its destiny.  That means wanting to know that mankind has a goal, a destiny--
Crowley also writes on the relativity of 'good and evil' in MITP:

This is in fact the formula of our Magick; we insist that all acts must be equal; that existence asserts the right to exist; that unless evil is a mere term expressing some relation of haphazard hostility between forces equally self-justified, the universe is as inexplicable and impossible as uncompensated action: that the orgies of Bacchus and Pan are no less sacremental than the Masses of Jesus; that the scars of syphilis are sacred and worthy of honour as such.
...But the existence of "Evil" is fatal to philosophy so long as it is supposed to be independent of conditions; and to accustom the mind "to make no difference" between any two ideas as such is to emancipate it from the thralldom of terror.

What is good for one can just as easily be terrible for another.  The creation of an absolute evil is a scarecrow to defeat the will; without a Satan, as defined by the Christians. there can be no meaning found in "not my will, but thine be done"; the fear of hell would hold no sway over the herd.  This is an institution manifesting in all slave religions.
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
